approach has been re-estimated for research
and investigation, preservation and revival of
historical and cultural heritage which is not
only property of our country but also one of
the major historical layers for the whole world
community.

Uzbekistan was at the crossroad of various
ethnic movements throughout its whole history
due to its geographical location. The land of
Uzbekistan irrigated by the largest rivers of
Central Asia—Amudarya and Syrdarya —
advantageously differs by climate from other
historical and cultural regions. The republic is
rich in minerals such as copper, tin, gold and
semiprecious stones that always attracted a
human being, tribes and whole ethnics being
a reason for intensive ethno-cultural contacts
which, in its turn, involved the territory of
Uzbekistan in the circulation of mutual
relations of civilizations of the East and the
West.

About one million years ago the territory
was settled by a primitive man as the findings
from Selengur cave of Ferghana region proved.
The archaeological discoveries made by Uzbek
archaeologists are recognized by the whole
scientific world and made significant contri-
bution to the study of Eurasian anthropogenesis
confirming that the territory of Uzbekistan was
a significant part of the zone in formation of a
human being of modern type.

During the Bronze Age (U1—11 centuries
BC) in the south of Uzbekistan an Old Eastern
type of urbanized civilization was formed with
specific protocity features —a city with monu-
mental palaces, temples and fortresses. Highly
marketable crafts such as ceramics, mining
and weaving were developed. Close trading
and cultural contacts were carried out with
great civilizations such as Mesopotamia,
Minor Asia and India. At the same period of
time as it stated in Avesta and some ancient
Greek sources the first states —Bactria, Sogd
and Khorezm —were formed. One of the most
ancient monotheistic religions —Zoroastria-
nism—arose and developed. During the
Hellenistic period and in antiquity (11lcentury
BC Il century AD) the urbanization de-
velopment got a new impetus. The Greco-

Bactrian kingdom, the states of Kangyui and
Daan and the Kushan Empire arose. There
were hundreds of new cities, various crafts
were prospered in the area of these ancient
states. The territory of Uzbekistan was
involved into the world trade. Across the Great
Silk Road an intensive trading, cultural and
diplomatic relations were established with the
states of the ancient world, China and India.
It the same period of time Buddhism pene-
trated into Bactria, and the Buddhist art
culture emerged. Natives of this area sub-
sequently started playing an important role
in the diffusion of Buddhism on the territory
of contemporary China and Korea.

Buddhism had a deep impact on the ancient
and early medieval history of the southern
Uzbekistan. It was eloquently proved by
findings of highly artistic works and the
subjects concerning Buddhist culture, disco-
veries and researches of the monuments. It is
significant that the most well known and
ancient monuments of Buddhism in Central
Asia were found in the south of Uzbekistan,
i.e. on the territory of great power of the ancient
world, the Kushan Empire, in Il centuries
AD.

Nowadays wonderful Buddhist monuments
in the south of Uzbekistan such as ground-
cave temples and cloisters in Karatepa,
Fayaztepa, Zurmala mortar, Buddhist cloisters
in Airtam, Dalvarzintepa and Zartepa have been
well explored. The research of these monu-
ments has shed light not only on the history of
Buddhism in Central Asia but also on its role
in spreading this religion on the territory of
China and the Far East.

Archaeological studies of Buddhist monu-
ments in southern Uzbekistan revealed that
the prosperity of Buddhism and Buddhist
culture in Bactria belongs to the time of the
Great Kushan, i.e. Il centuries AD. At the
same time, still the question concerning an
initial contact of the Bactrian people with
Buddhism provoked dispute. It is noted that
some researchers ascribe this event to the
second half of Ill century BC whereas others —
to the first half of Il century BC and Yueji
period, i.e. between the second half of Il

centuries BC and early | century AD. The third
group of researchers assumes that the first
contact of the Bactrian people mth Buddhism
occurred during the reign of the well-known
Kushan's king Kanishka, i.e. between 1 and
the first half of Il centuries AD.

It can be supposed that the first acqua-
intance of the Bactrian population with the
doctrine of Buddha took place not later than |
century BC. By the time of formation of the
Kushan state here, most likely, the land
accommodated rather large colonies that
consisted of also Buddhist missionaries who
came from India. They conducted active
propaganda of Buddha's doctrine among the
local population. However intensive pene-
tration into Bactria became possible only after
collapse of the Kushan state when the southern
areas of Central Asia, Afghanistan and north-
west India were included into a single empire
that promoted a broad movement of Buddhist
missionaries along the whole country. The
special protection rendered to the doctrine by
the Kushan rulers and their governors played
significant role in a broader dissemination of
Buddhism on the territory of Kushan empire
including Bactria. Written sources and ar-
chaeological findings testify that they rather
often arranged debates and supported in
building Buddhist cult constructions allocating
large monetary donations whereas Kanishka
excelled the other Kushan emperors.

The study of Buddhism and the Buddhist
art culture of Central Asia began in 1932 when
a stone relief with the images of three zone
figures playing a harp, a drum and a lute among
leaves of acanthus was lifted from the bottom
of Amudarya at Airtam located 7 km from
Termez. The discovery of this frieze helped to
launch studies of Buddhism and the Buddhist
art culture in Uzbekistan. In 1933 during
archaeological works at Airtam scientists found
other seven stone blocks with relief images.
These blocks were used in formation of the
monumental building located on high coast of
Amudarya and surrounded from three sides
with powerful defensive walls and towers. The
building was erected on ruins of constructions

the image were a part of the upper part of
pylon decorations of the building and gate to
a sanctuary.

In 1964 at a distance of more than 1km to
the east from the Airtam temple a mortar
reverted with stone blocks was dug out. In 1979
near a Buddhist temple archaeologists
discovered another interesting finding —a stele
with the image of two personages and Bactrian
inscription in six lines carved on a pedestal.

In corners of the Airtam frieze consisting of
eight horizontal plates volutes and large
leaves of acanthus in two rows are depicted.
Between them human figures are represented
which were made in very high relief and as if
they were soaring among leaves of acanthus.
These were images of divine musicians —
Gandharves —playing an angular harp, a lute,
a double flute, a drum, a cymbal and donatris
with garlands, vessels and fruits. Certain ethnic
type features of all participants of a scene who
had wide oval faces, big slightly slanting eyes,
eyebrows running from temples, direct nose,
small mouth and heavy chin are emphasized.
All of them are elegantly dressed with rich
head wears and magnificent ornaments. At the
same time, persons of represented images are
deprived of expression, age and individual
detailed elaboration, have self-released ex-
pression, their poses are static. Plastic gene-
rality is read in delivery of acanthus leaves as
well. Most likely, the similar graphic manner
was dictated by art-cultural preferences of the
population of Bactria, nevertheless, the images
presented here are very expressive.

According to researchers, on the Airtam
frieze the scene connected with «Parin-
nirvana-jataka» is reproduced. According to
the Indian mythology, sounds of five great
musical instruments should charm ear of the
late Buddha by divine harmony, and dona-
trises were urged to cover his last way with
odorous flowers. It is indicative that on the
Airtam frieze the given mythological plot is
embodied in images of the local population
that, as it is represented, facilitated its
understanding by the local population. Thus
the Airtam frieze discloses close parallels with
art of the Gandhara confirming the opinion

of scientists about Gandhar school as the out-
standing historical and cultural phenomenon
which was extended on the whole territory of
the Kushan empire.

In the light of archaeological discoveries in
the south of Uzbekistan it may be considered
that with one of the important large Buddhist
centers of Kushan Bactria was a city of Tarmita-
Termez which, thanks to the geographical
location of the major crossing through Amu-
darya—Oxus —in a short time turned into one
of the largest urban centers of Bactria. Here
the trading routes of the Great Silk Road
crossed connecting North and South, East and
West. Termez became the important centre of
spiritual-cultural interchange where archi-
tecture, sculpture, painting, plastic art, the
jewelry business reached higher level of
development showing a symbiosis of autoch-
thonic cultures and cultures of the Greek-
Roman world, India and the Nomads. The

numerous findings of inscriptions in Bactrian,
Kharoshthi, Brahmi and an unknown letter
demonstrate both an adequate development
of the intellectual hfe in this area and high
degree of literacy of the population. According
to traditions of tolerance of the Kushan
kingdom the city population professed Zoro-
astrianism, Buddhism, Manichaeism and other
religions.

During the Kushan period the role of
Tarmita-Termez as the centre of Buddhism,
and the Buddhist art culture of Bactria espe-
cially increased that is proved by large
archaeological monuments consisting of more
than three tens of temples and monasteries.

A special place among them is given to
Karatepa where nowadays ten ground-cave
complexes and a monumental building of a
cloister were excavated. The discovered
material, spiritual and artistic artifacts are of
great importance not only for Buddhism history
in Termez, Bactria, and Central Asia, but they
also are of the considerable contribution to
the universal Buddhist culture. They have
allowed to specify the time of penetration of
Buddhism to the south of Central Asia, reveal
features of its development on the local land,
track cultural contacts of Bactria with Buddhist
art centers of the neighboring regions and, first
of all, the Gandhar school. These discoveries
promoted a concrete definition of the role and
place of Termez in further dissemination of
Buddhism on the western and eastern territories
of China.

The analysis of architectural-planning struc-
tures of the ground-cave complexes inves-
tigated on southern and northern hills of
Karatepa revealed that the adaptation of the
local architectural tradition to ideological
inquiries of Buddhist cult architecture occurred
gradually. The general arrangement of their
structure is similar to classical cloisters of
Hukha type where cells for monks, premises
for ceremonial rituals and a hall for meetings
were built. Therefore ground-cave complexes
of Karatepa may be referred to the type of
small cloisters that served no more than two-
three monks.

The northern cloistral complex of Karatepa,
judging by its size, was one of the largest
Buddhist constructions of Kushan's Bactria. The
dominant centre of this cloister was a monu-
mental mortar located in its northern part and
erected strictly according to the sides of the
world. The mortar was repeatedly repaired and
reconstructed during its existence.

The western facade of the mortar was
designed with a stone frieze from marmoreal
limestone and its remnants were scattered
along western facade of the platform. Judging
by findings, the frieze was designed with a
multi-figured bas-relief representing scenes
from life of Buddha, and other divine and
secular images.

The cloistral part of a complex is located to
the south from a big mortar. Its architectural
kernel was a huge square court yard decorated
along the whole perimeter by a portico —aivan.
The impressive sizes of the remained bases of
the columns made of marmoreal limestone
indicate its monumentality. The court yard from
four sides was surrounded by high roundabout
corridor with vaulted overlapping which was
connected with court yard with passages
arranged in adjacent walls. Along the northern
and eastern roundabout corridors a number of
small square-shaped cells with dome over-
lapping were settled down. The interiors of a
cloistral part of the complex were rather
modest, plastered with a thin layer ganch over
clay plastering. At passage to overlapping the
walls were decorated by relief cornice and quite
often painted with red ochre.

During excavations in Karatepa subjects
with rather various meaning by their main-
tenance illustrating the original art culture
of Bactria of Kushan period were found.
Among them a special place was occupied
by various architectural details that served
both for constructive and decorative pur-
poses. At the same time, the composition
comprises some elements not typical for
Hellenistic architectonic arts, for example,
images of anthropomorphous, polymorphic
and zoomorphic character peculiar to the
ancient east art tradition including Bactrian.
This concludes the feature of Kushanian-

Bactrian art school: on local soil Hellenistic
and Gandhar-Buddhist traditions were trans-
formed taking into account aesthetic and
spiritual needs of the local population.
However it does not mean that Bactrian art
school developed only as a result of creative
development of overseas cultural traditions.
Bactrian sculptors so masterfully packed the
general architectural composition that an
interpretation of each its element in the
context of this or that cultural tradition may
lead to the loss of artistic integrity and
organic unity. High professional skills of
Termez sculptor-stonedressers are especially
visually seen on stone bas-reliefs found in
Karatepa that represent exclusive art value.
Images of various characters of a Buddhist
pantheon including Buddha, ascetics, monks,
donators, mythical birds and animals are met
here. Each of these images is original and
unique. All of these samples have close paral-
lels in architectural decor of Buddhist monu-
ments of Gandhara and show simultaneously
an original artistic manner.

The ancient sculptors cutting these bas-
reliefs were well familiar with Buddhist
iconography and also with traditions of local
architectural decor. It is well traced due to the
manner of stone processing based on fine
knowledge of plastic properties of local white
limestone from which various sculptures and
architectural decor were cut. It allowed creating
unique artistic images in their smallest details
to underline prominent features of represented
characters, especially secular persons in a
stone. All of them are individual, transferred
in various foreshortenings and movement.
Sculptors could transfer in a stone ethnic shape
of the represented character, its suit, ornaments,
hair-dress. Here we see creative pursuit of the
artist who was not limited within a strict and
established canon for depicting images of
deities.

In decorations of Buddhist constructions in
Karatepa an important place was occupied by
clay-ganch sculptural images of Buddha put
in specially arranged niches as a rule. Usually
they are represented in a pose of dhyana-
mudra —meditation. Masters of clay-ganch

subject painting found on the southern peak
of the monument. It preserved the image of
walking Buddha and monks under trees. High
professional skill of the artist is seen in creation
of the general composition of the drawing. Over
there, one can feel an aspiration of the master
in showing the perspective. The central figure
of Buddha is large whilst the images of monks
decrease according to their distance from the
centre.

It is rather interesting that the polychromie
wall subject painting with a wide palette of
rich colors decorated the front wall of the
mortar platform in the centre of a premise
located to the south from the big mortar of the
cloistral complex. Its central figure is Buddha
standing up straight in a trapezoid niche
towards which two donators with garlands of
flowers in hands are approaching from both
sides.

Rather often interiors of Buddhist com-
plexes were designed with monochromic or
polychromie ornamental paintings. Com-
parison of Karatepa paintings and other mo-
numents of Bactria with Gandhar paintings
revealed that by its performance technique
and palette of colors the Bactrian painting
was performed on a higher level. In particular,
for the Indian picturesque tradition of the early
Kushan times the use of volume modeling
was not typical whereas in Bactria this method
was widespread.

For Buddhist history community and cha-
racter of Buddhist institutes in Tarmita-
Termez the inscriptions found on Karatepa and
Fayaztepa have great value. The overwhelming
majority of them are made by black ink on
walls of ceramic vessels, mainly teapots and
jugs. In total about 300 fragments of ceramics
with the inscriptions made in Kharoshthi,
Brahmi and Bactrian letter (occasionally—three-
lingual) is revealed. In these inscriptions names
of Buddhist monks (Javananda, Buddhashira,
Sangkhamirta) and donators from among
laymen Tarmits are mentioned. It is significant
to mention that the name of monk Buddhashir
is mentioned here very often, he is named as
an expert on Dharma—a scholar of divinity of a
very high rank. These inscriptions shed light

upon the ethnic origin of monks. Some of them,
judging by the names of Javananda and
Buddhashira, were Indians whereas Sangkha-
mirta was, most likely, a Bactrian. The Buddhist
community in Karatepa belonged to Makha-
sangkhiks' school mentioned only in the
inscriptions made in Kharoshti letters. The
emergence of Brakhmi inscriptions, probably,
is related to replacement of the Makha-
sangkhiks' school by Sarvastivada one.
Among the findings there was a large
quantity of ceramics characterizing the
household of Buddhist community located in
Karatepa. The range of ceramics is distin-
guished by its variety which is related to the
specific household of community members.
These are mainly eating and drinking utensils:
small jugs, teapots, bowls, kitchen basins and

are presented in solitary copies so far. More
often coins of the next Kushan kings —
Kanishka, Khuvishka and Vasudeva can be
seen. The circulation of these coins is related
to the flourishing time period of Buddhist
centre in Karatepa. Also the coins of Vasudeva
II, Kanishka Ill and their forges are presented
in a considerable quantity.

According to monetary findings and stra-
tigraphic facts it is assumed that the first
Buddhist cult buildings in Karatepa began to
appear not earlier than in the second half of |
century AD. The broad construction of Bud-
dhist buildings and flourishing of this centre
coincide with the reign of Kushan kings —
Kanishka, Huvishka and Vasudeva.

Another monumental Buddhist construction
in Termez is Fayaztepa which is situated to
the north from Karatepa beyond the city walls.

should be a unified construction consisting of
three sections and, consequently, the functional
usage of each was laid to basis of the project.
The general length of its building was 117 m,
the width—34 m.

The temple design is typical for Bactria,
i.e. a yard with aivans along its perimeter.
There was a huge mortar to the north of the
central part of the buildings beyond its wall.
The walls were constructed from clay blocks
at the foot, their height was about half a meter
and on the top of them were square clay
bricks. The premises were covered with flat
joist roof arks.

The center of the temple was a rectangular
yard and 20 premises along its perimeter with
exit to the bypass aivan with wooden colonnade
on the stone antique foundation of attic outline.
The aivan walls were decorated with gorgeous
paintings in the central part of the south-
western wall where there was an entrance to
the square sanctuary (6x6.1 m). The sanctuary
walls, with the exception of the south-western
black wall, were covered with subject
polychromie paintings. There were figures of
two Buddhas standing on the white circles and
nearby figures of three women, probably,
donathris. The remained underpinning of nine
men's figures were painted on the north-
western wall. According to scientists the image
of Kushan king Kanishka was in the center of
this composition.

These sanctuary interiors were also deco-
rated with clay and ganch sculptures of Buddha
and Bodhisatvas. The «heart» of the sanctuary,
undoubtedly, was Buddha's image carved from
white one piece limestone and gilded high
relief standing under the Bodhi tree. To both
sides from him —the images of standing monks
with eyes turned to their «Great Teacher». The
whole composition was embraced by a keel-
shaped arch based on pilasters with Corinthian
type capitals. The Buddha's arms were folded
in the gesture of dhyana-mudra, i.e. «medi-
tation». High professionahsm of an architect,
who created this triad, may be seen in details
of used technique, in delivering the whole
composition and mainly in classical Buddha's
image filled with peace and spiritual enligh-

testify that the mortar of Zurmala had stone
and relief facing.

The most important Buddha centre during
Kushan period is Dalvarzintepa city situated
on the right bank the River of Surkhandarya
in 10 km to the north-east from Shurci town.
Two Buddha monuments, a suburban holy-
place and a cloister located in the town
center, were discovered and dug out on this
site.

Scientists assume that the existence of the
suburban holy-place is dated to l-early 111
century AD. This holy-place has rectangular
form with a central massive —mortar (8x7 —
7.7 m) surrounded by a narrow rectangular
corridor shaped lodgings from three sides
conditionally meant an idol-place, of «hall of
kings» and official purpose lodging. A group
of partly preserved lodgings adjoined to the
central building from the south-western and
the north-western parts.

A gypsum sculpture group was discovered
during the excavations of the idol-place. It
included a large figure of Buddha and figures
of geniuses surrounding him as well as devats
of Buddhist pantheon. Similar sculptures were
included in the decoration of «hall of kings»
whereas different statues representing the
rulers and their court come across with the
sculptures of Buddha and monks. The sculpture
in the holy-place was painted with rough inner
side adjoined to the wall. The technique of its
making consisted in primary production of clay
pattern with wooden pivot to which clay was
applied later on. Over it there were several
gypsum layers, marked on it, and covered with
plastic figures and faces. The statues were
painted with red, pink and blue colors. Due to
the scientists' opinion, the described technique
was likely to be of the Bactrian origin, as it
was found in the sculptures of some monu-
ments in Bactria.

The most interesting find is the head of
«Kushan Prince» with noble features, decorated
with high-conic head-dress embroidered,
probably, with gold pendants. Along with
Airtam friezes and triad from Fayaztepa this
sculpture belongs to the best samples of
sculpture school in Bactria produced within

the traditions of Gandhar art. The statue of a
man with moustache who is, apparently, a
donator dressed in a gown belted with a scarf
as well as the head of devats and genius-divines
is of great interest.

A central hall and other lodgings were dug
out in the city temple —cloister. It dates to the
end of Il—the first half of Il century AD.
Another period of 11—V centuries AD even
VI—VII is also possible. A significant quantity
of clay-gypsum sculpture was discovered at
excavations. Its technique of producing and
the structure of the material are rather different
than in the holy-place. Overwhelming majority
of statues is made of clay covered with a layer
of gypsum. Lots details of clothes, ornaments,
curls of hair are modeled from this gypsum.
The statue of Buddhist characters like Buddha
and Bodhisatva made in natural human height
are found in the composition of monumental
sculpture. Now and then secular characters like
sculptural head of a man with moustache are
found in suburban holy-place. Creative indi-
viduality of sculptures found in the mentioned
archaeological objects was discovered in
expressing secular characters and, secondary,
Buddhist images —genius and devats, whilst
Buddha and Bodhisatva statues are strictly
canonical and followed the principles formed
in Gandhar art before appearing of Buddhism
in Bactria.

In the light of the discoveries and studies
of Buddhist monuments in the south of
Uzbekistan, one may suppose that in 1century
AD many Buddhism experts are from among
local adherents of Buddhism. They perfectly
mastered all thesis of new doctrine and
established the ground for missionary in
neighboring historical-cultural regions and
China. Bactria had become the centre of
retranslation of Buddhism to Margiana and,
probably, to Sogd.

It is known that Buddhism spread in China
in two ways. The first way was directly from
India through the Karakurum, and the second
one was from Bactria along Amudarya to the
western territories of present China and
further —to the central parts of China. The
records in China preserved the names of many

famous Middle Asian missionaries, monks,
who played a significant role in spreading and
propaganda of Buddhism in China. They
translated Buddha sutras and texts into
Chinese, built mortars and temples. Among
them the Parphians An Shigao and An Chjan,
the Sogdians Kan lIzyui, Kan Men Syan, and
Kan Sen Hei, the Bactrians' Chji Louts-
zyanchan (Lokakshema), Chji Tszyan and Chju
Tanmalocha (Dharmaraksha) were especially
famous. In particular, Lokakshema, who
arrived in Loyan in the middle of Il century
AD, is ascribed a special role in spreading
Mahayana Buddhism and translation of
Mahayana sutras. The translation of Buddha
texts into Chinese belongs to Lokakshema too.
Dharmaraksha who descended from the Yueji
and arrived in the capital of China, Chanan,
in 284 was also famous. There he founded a
temple and translated dozens of Buddhist
texts.

Sogdian monks who played a great role in
spreading Buddhism in China were the Sog-
dians only by origin. They were Sogdian
tradesmen and their offsprings who moved to
India and China where they joined Buddhism.
Really their activity was carried out a bit later

than the activity of Yueji monks, particularly
in IV centuries AD. In fact, famous Kan
Sen Hei who was born in India in year 47 AD
moved to the south of China, the town of
Nankin, and established a Buddha school
there. The construction of Buddha temples
and mortars, the translation of Buddha
treatises into Chinese are also ascribed to him.
It is known that Emperor Sun Hao joined
Buddhism, in particular, under his influence.
Another no less famous Buddhism's monk of
Sogdian origin was Kan Fa Shi who lived in
IV century y\D. He was the first in history of
China calligrapher-decorator of Buddhist
treatise. Chinese sources preserved the names
of many other Buddhist monks of the Sogdian
origin. At the same time, it is worth to notice
that until today no archaeological monument
is known that could be connected with Bud-
dhism in Sogd.

Thus, the south of Uzbekistan appears to
be the biggest centre of Buddhism in the
ancient Bactria and Central Asia in the whole.
All famous Buddha monuments of Kushan's
time have no rivals among Buddhist buildings
on this territory as to the covering area and
the variety of architectural structure. On the
territory of Central Asia there are no discovered
Buddhist ground-cave complex like those
found in Karatepa which could be alike
monumental complex in their structure inclu-
ding more than two dozens of large Buddhist
buildings or like ground placed monasteries
of Karatepa and Fayaztepa. These archaeo-
logical objects are considered as the best
described monuments of Buddhism in Central
Asia. The objects of artistic culture found in
Buddhist monuments in the south of Uzbe-
kistan illustrated well-developed and original
artistic and spiritual culture of ancient Bactria.
They reflect the specific features typical to
Buddhist art culture of Kushan Bactria. Nevert-
heless, there are much in common with the
Greek and Roman, Gandhar-Buddhist art.
Every object of art culture found there is
original and specific. It points to the existence
in the southern region of Uzbekistan of artistic
school with its original traditions and own
direction. The new excavations opened mind

about gallery of shape, spread in Buddhist art
of Kushan Bactria, to underline his numerals
and his own shape. These objects, rightfully,
occupy a particular place among world
Buddhist valuables.

The collapse of the Kushan Empire and
the beginning of the socio-economic changes
in the life of the Bactrian society at the end
of 11—V centuries led to the desolation and
reduction of the city's territory. This process
didn't pass off utterly in the history of Kushan
cities of southern Uzbekistan too. Many of
them came down and ended their existence.
Only separate cities continued being ha-
bitable but their population was sharply
reduced. As the result of this process Budd-
hist communities ceased their existence in
Dalvarzintepa, Zartepa and Airtam. Difficult
times came to the Buddhist community in
Termez too. Temples and sanctuaries of
Karatepa, Fayaztepa and Chingiztepa gra-
dually came down. The other members
grounded to the north-west from the city
citadel. Nowadays here seven cave cells sla-
shed in sandstone were explored and one
mortar was revealed. With the lapse of time
the activity of Buddhist community broa-
dened in a new place. Chinese traveller,
Buddhist monk Syuan Tszyan (600-664)
visiting Termez in 630 marked that there were
more than 10 temples with thousands monks,
many mortars and images of great Buddha.
After the conquest of Tokharistan by the
Arabs in late VII century temples were dest-
royed and monk cells were used as chillak-
honas.

Besides the southern part of Uzbekistan
Buddhist monuments were well-known in
Ferghana valley too. Here they are presented
as temple complex of VII—VIIlI centuries in
the town of Kuva. As specialists assess, erection
of the Buddhist temple in Kuva was linked to
a new direction in Buddhism —Vadjrayana, the
construction of which dated to the mid of 1
millennium AD. The temple of Kuva consisted
of a big rectangle yard with front-gate premises
and a sanctuary. A distinctive feature of the
Kuva temple was the allocation of two
sanctuaries side by side.
