Chinese in the Australian Goldfields

When news about the Australian gold rush reached China in 1853, the country
had been suffering from years of war and famine. Many Chinese were lured
to Australia by the gold rush. To reach Melbourne, it was a journey of several

months by ship in cramped conditions.

There was ignorance about Chinese customs and culture, and the Chinese seemed
very strange and different to the European diggers at the goldfields. The people
at the diggings were suspicious of them and resentful of their methods of mining.
The appearance of the Chinese, with their pigtails and unfamiliar clothes, their
habit of going barefoot and their religion, all made them the target of a great
deal of racism and prejudice. In an attempt to limit the number of Chinese at the
goldfields, a law was passed in 1885 that any Chinese person entering Victoria
would pay ten pounds tax, and one pound for a protection fee. No one entering
Victoria from any other country had to pay this tax. However, this did not reduce
the numbers of Chinese. They landed in South Australia and walked several
hundred kilometers to reach the Victorian goldfields.




Some Chinese returned home after the gold rush, but many stayed in Australia.
They set up market gardens, restaurants or laundries. They brought their families
to Australia. Gradually the Chinese became the accepted and respected group in

Australian society that they are today.

It is the sensitivity you begin to develop. You cannot help but daydream at the
whistle of a train, and your eyes moisten at the sight of a house or even a tree that
looks like the one in your hometown. It is the unspeakable sadness that creeps
over you when you stand alone in the darkening dusk and see birds flying back to

their nests and everybody hurrying home.

The gap between the rich and the poor in China is widening, and it is doing
so across rural-urban boundaries. This means that although the cities are
developing and becoming more modernised, people living in rural areas are not
being affected by this change, and subsequently, do not benefit from China’s

growing economy.

This gap between the rich and the poor, the urban and the rural, has led to a
massive immigration from rural areas to cities. It is not uncommon for men to
leave their households to find work in the cities, while their wives tend crops
and take care of the children. Due to the geography of China, the western part
of the country is much more agricultural and rural, and the eastern part is much
more technology — and business — driven. The urban—rural divide separates

China physically, into two regions.

Not only are income levels much lower in the rural areas, but these areas often
have inferior technology. Agricultural science and technology have advanced

to fairly high levels in China, with some projects ranking among the best in the
world and others at the cutting edge of global agrotechnology. But only 30% of
the fruits of agricultural research are translated into practical use, compared with

70-80% in developed countries.
