He likes horses.
e general truths or laws of nature.
The sun rises in the east.

Time Expressions we use with the present simple:

always, usually, often, etc., every day/week/
month/year, etc., on Mondays/Tuesdays, etc., in
the morning/afternoon/evening, at night/the
weekend, etc.

Use

We use the present continuous for:

e actions happening now, at the moment of
speaking.

The children are sleeping right now.

e temporary actions, i.e. actions happening
around the time of speaking.

The Greens are looking for a babysitter at the
moment.

e actions that we have already arranged to do in
the near future, especially when the time and
place have been decided.

They're flying to Canada at seven o'clock this
evening.

Time Expressions we use with the present
continuous:

now, at the moment, these days, at present,
nowadays, still, etc.
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State Verbs

e State verbs are verbs which do not normally have continuous tenses because they describe a state rather
than an action. These include:

* verbs expressing likes and dislikes: like, love, hate, dislike, can’t stand, don’t mind, prefer, enjoy, etc.
Thomas likes jazz music.
Note: Verbs expressing likes/dislikes take a noun or an -ing form after them.
She can't stand cats.
He loves playing basketball.

verbs of perception: believe, know, notice, remember, forget, understand, think, etc.
I don’t understand the meaning of that word.

verbs of the senses: see, hear, feel, taste, look, smell, sound. We often use can or could with these verbs
when we refer to what we see, hear, etc., at the moment of speaking.

The cake tastes delicious.

I can hear children’s voices coming from the playground.

* some other verbs: fit, contain, need, belong, cost, owe, mean, own, appear, want, have (= possess), etc.
This dress is very expensive. It costs £250.
Some state verbs have continuous tenses, but there is a difference in meaning.

* Relative pronouns, (who(m), which, that, whose), introduce relative clauses. A relative clause gives us
information about which particular person or thing the speaker is referring to.
The girl who works in the bakery is my cousin.

relative clause
(The relative clause tells us which girl we are talking about.)
e \We use who/that to refer to people.
The lady who lives next door has lots of pets.
* We use which/that to refer to things/objects or animals.

e Who/Which/That can be omitted when it is the object of the relative clause, i.e. when there is a noun or
personal pronoun between the relative pronoun and the verb.

e We use whose instead of possessive adjectives (my, your, his, etc.) with people, objects and animals to
show possession.
This is Mrs Thomas, whose daughter is a doctor.

e A relative pronoun is not used with another pronoun (I, you, me, him, etc.).

Relative Adverbs

Where, when, and why are relative adverbs and can introduce relative clauses.

e Where is used to refer to place usually after nouns like house, hotel, street, town, country, etc. It can be
replaced by which/that + preposition. In this case, which/that can be omitted.
The hotel where we stayed was fantastic.
The hotel (which/that) we stayed at was fantastic.

¢ When is used to refer to time, usually after nouns like time, period, moment, day, summer, etc. It can
either be omitted or replaced by that.
| remember the day (when) my son was born.
| remember the day that my son was born.

* Why is used to give reason, usually after the word reason. It can either be omitted or replaced by that.
The reason (why) I can't come to your party is that I'm extremely tired.
The reason that | can’t come to your party is that I'm extremely tired.

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Position of Prepositions in Relative Clauses

Prepositions can come either before relative pronouns or at the end of the relative clause. However, we
usually avoid using them before relative pronouns.

The company for which she works sells computers. (formal use)

The company which she works for sells computers. (informal - usual structure)

The company she works for sells computers. (everyday English)

Note: Who and that are not used after prepositions.

This is the girl with whom | played tennis. (formal)
This is the girl (who) | played tennis with. (informal)

Adverbs of Frequency

® Adverbs of frequency (always, usually, often, sometimes, rarely, seldom, hardly ever, never, etc.) tell us I

how often something happens. Adverbs of frequency answer the question How often ...?
“How often do you watch quiz shows?" “| sometimes watch quiz shows in the evening.”
® Adverbs of frequency usually come before the main verb but after the verb to be and auxiliary or modal

verbs such as do, can, must, etc.

* The adverbs rarely, seldom, and never have a negative meaning and are never used with the word not.
Sam never goes cycling during the week. Not: Sam reverdeesait-ge cycling during the week.
® Adverbs of frequency always go before the auxiliary verb in short answers.

“used to” can be replaced by the past simple with no difference in meaning.

However, for actions which happened at a definite time in the past we use the past simple and not “used to”.

has become accustomed to.

Direct speech is the exact words somebody said. We use quotation marks (
“l graduated last year,” Pamela said.

Reported speech is the exact meaning of what someone said, but not the exact words. We do not use
quotation marks in reported speech. We can either use the word that after the introductory verb or we
can omit it.

Pamela said (that) she had graduated the year before.

) in direct speech.

Say / Tell

We can use say and tell in both direct and reported speech.

Tell is always used with a personal pronoun, but say may be used with or without a personal pronoun.
Say is always followed by the preposition to when it is used with an object pronoun. In reported speech,
say is not followed by an object pronoun, but it can be followed by that.

We don't use to with tell.

Direct Speech Reported Speech
He said, “Jane is late again.” He said (that) Jane was late again.
He said to me, “Jane is late again.” He said (that)/told me (that) Jane was late again.
He told me, “Jane is late again.” He told me (that) Jane was late again.

Say and Tell are also used with the following expressions:

so, etc.
tell |the truth, a lie, a secret, a story, the time, the difference, somebody one’s name, somebody the way,

one’s fortune, one from another, etc.

Personal pronouns, possessive adjectives/possessive pronouns change according to the meaning of the
sentence.

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® When the introductory verb is in a past tense, the verb tenses change as follows:

Direct Speech Reported Speech

tPresem Simple = | Past Simple

‘I am thirsty,” the boy said. The boy said (that) he was thirsty.

Present Continuous = | Past Continuous

‘He’s sleeping,” she said to me. She told me (that) he was sleeping.

Present Perfect = | Past Perfect

‘I have washed the car,” he said. He said (that) he had washed the car.

Past Simple = | Past Simple/Past Perfect

‘I played football,” John said. John said that he played/had played football.
Past Continuous = | Past Continuous/Past Perfect Continuous
“We were dancing all night long,” she said. She said (that) they were dancing/had been dancing

all night long.
Future Simple = | Conditional (would)
“I'll try again tomorrow,” he said. He said (that) he would try again the next day.

The past perfect and past perfect continuous do not change in reported speech.
“John had fixed the car by the time we had dinner,” she said. = She said (that) John had fixed the car by
the time they had dinner.

Certain words and time expressions change as follows:

Direct Speech Reported Speech

¢ tonight, today, this week/month/year = that night, that day, that week/month/year

® now = then, at that time/moment, immediately

* yesterday, last night/week/month/year = the day before/the previous day, the previous night/week/month/year

® tomorrow, next week/month/year = the following day/the day after, the following/next week/month/
year

® two days/months/years, etc. ago = two days/months/years, etc. before

® here = there

® come = go

Tenses do not change in reported speech when:

the introductory verb (say, tell, etc.) is in the present simple, future simple or present perfect.
‘I made a cake,” Grandma says. = Grandma says that she made a cake.
the speaker reports something a short time after it was said (up-to-date reporting).

“The car has broken down again,” my sister said. = My sister said that the car has broken down again.

Tenses can either change or remain the same in reported speech when the speaker reports a general
truth, a law of nature or a permanent state.

“The printing press was invented by Johann Gutenberg,” the teacher said. = The teacher said that the
printing press was/had been invented by Johann Gutenberg.
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Reported Questions

We introduce reported questions with ask, inquire, wonder or want to know.

When the direct question begins with a question word (who, where, how old/long, when, why, what,
etc.) the reported question begins with the same question word.

“Where do you live?" he asked me. = He asked me where | lived.

e When the direct question is a yes/no question and begins with an auxiliary (be, do, have) or a modal
verb (can, may, etc.) then the reported question begins with if or whether.
“Did Tom go to bed late last night?” she asked me. = She asked me if/whether Tom went/had gone to
bed late the previous night.

e In reported questions, the verb is in the affirmative. The question mark and words/expressions such as
please, well, oh, etc., are omitted. Verb tenses, pronouns and possessive adjectives change as in
statements.

“Can you open the window, please?" she asked. = She asked me if/whether | could open the window.

Introductory Verbs

To report the meaning of a speaker’s words we can use various introductory verbs.

Study the examples below:

Indirect questions are introduced
with Do you know...?, Can/Could you tell me...?, Have you any idea...?, Would you mind...? and
I'd like to know... .

The word order of indirect questions is the same as in statements (subject + verb). When the
indirect question starts with I'd like to know, the question mark is omitted.

Direct question: Where is the train station?

Indirect question: Do you know where the train station is?
Direct question: When is the next flight to Tokyo?

In colloguial English, get is often used instead of be to express something happening by accident.
Alex got hit by a bus while he was cycling down the street. (= Alex was hit ...)

We use the passive:

when the person who carries out the action (the agent) is unknown, unimportant or obvious from the
context.

My car was stolen last night. (unknown agent)

The plants are watered every evening. (unimportant agent)

The house was burgled. (by a burglar— obvious agent)

when the action itself is more important than the agent, especially in news headlines, newspaper articles,
formal notices, instructions, advertisements, etc.

The new wing of the hospital was opened by the President yesterday morning.

when we want to emphasise the agent.

The town library was built by my great-great-grandfather in 1874.

when we want to make statements more polite or formal.

My new CD player is broken. (more polite than You've broken my new CD player.)

When changing a sentence from the active into the passive:

the object of the active sentence becomes the
subject in the passive sentence.

the active verb changes into a passive form.

Only transitive verbs (i.e. verbs which take an
object) can be changed into the passive.
active: Steve wrote a letter. (transitive verb)
passive: A letter was written by Steve.

We use clauses of purpose to express the purpose of an action, i.e. why someone does something. They
are introduced with:

to -infinitive:

I'm going to the shop to get a newspaper.

in order to (formal):

She went to the bank in order to apply for a loan.

In negative sentences we use in order not to.

He set the alarm clock in order not to wake up late. (NOT: He set the alarm clock rette wake up late.)
so that + can/will (present or future reference). We use can and will when the verb in the main clause
is in a present or future tense.

She studies every day so that she can pass her exams.

so that + could/would (past reference). We use could and would when the main verb is in a past tense.

They booked their tickets in advance so that they wouldn’t have to queue.

Note: In order that has the same meaning as so that, but it is not used very often because it is formal.
She studies every day in order that she can pass her exams.

e perfect infinitive — refers to the past and
shows that the action of the infinitive happened
before the action of the verb.

e perfect continuous infinitive — refers to the
past and emphasises the duration of the action
of the infinitive, which happened before the
action of the verb.

He looks tired. He must have been working very
hard.

Note: The perfect infinitive is used with verbs such
as seem, believe, know, appear, claim,
expect and modal verbs.

The verb tenses corresponding to the tenses of the
infinitive are as follows:

something is. It answers the question: “What kind?”

e \We use the past participle (the infinitive of the verb + ed/d or the irregular past participle form) to
describe how someone feels. It answers the question: “How do you feel?”
