William Shakespeare and Globe theatre.
William Shakespeare was born at Stratford-upon-Avon in April 1564. He was the third child, and the eldest son, of John Shakespeare and Mary Arden. His father was one of the most prosperous men of Stratford. Little is known of Shakespeare’s early life. In 1592 Shakespeare became suddenly famous as playwright. In April 1593 he published his poem Venus and Adonis. It was a great and lasting success, and was reprinted nine times in the next few years. 


There was little playing in 1593. The theatres were shut during a severe outbreak of the plague, but in the autumn of 1594, when the plague ceased, the playing companies were re-organized, and Shakespeare became a sharer in the Lord Chamberlain’s company.

In 1742 Charles Macklin, an Irish actor and playwright, and David Garrick, a famous English actor and theatrical manager, came to New Place (the house built on the site of Shakespeare’s own house) and sat in Shakespeare’s garden under the famous mulberry tree that Shakespeare had planted with his own hands. It is after this that Garrick decided to “take Shakespeare into partnership” and organized the Stratford jubilee of 1769. 


It was the prelude to all festivals. Medals were issued in copper, silver, or gold, with Shakespeare’s face on one side and David Garrick’s on the other. There was ringing of bells, breakfast in the Town Hall, speeches, Oratorio in church. And so on for three days.

British Clubs. 

The earliest English club is known to be Le Court de Bone Companies. It flourished in the 16 th centuries and was likely to be a dining club. 


With the rise of coffeehouses in the middle of the 17 th century clubs seemed to acquire more or less settled homes and they began to take a distinctive character. We believe it to be usual for the landlord of a coffeehouse to rely for his profit on the food and brink consumed by the members. The presence of notable men was desirable. It was at this period that the term “club” in its modern sense first came into common use. 


In the 18 th centuries the number and variety of clubs increased very rapidly. Important and influential was the political clubs. But the literary, artistic and social associations were the most characteristic of the period.

The Shakespeare’s memorial theatre. 


Stratford-upon-Avon, as the birthplace of Shakespeare, began to attract attention in the 18 century after Garrick’s staged jubilee celebrations in 1769, and the idea gradually arose that the town would be the scene of regular festival performances of Shakespeare plays. 


For the original theatre, which was opened in 1879 with Much Ado About Nothing, people are indebted to a Stratford citizen Charles Flower (1830-1892) who was struggling for years against the apathy of the general public and attacks of the London critics. Having given the site, he headed the first subscription list myth a gift of a thousand pounds and issued a public appeal for funds. Being confident that all culture men of means and goodwill would give financial support to the project he built a modern Gauthier theatre at a cost of twenty thousand pounds.

The Temurids’ Museum. 


The construction of the museum of Amir Тemur and the Temurds dynasty in Tashkent has become a good addition to the architectural ensemble of the city center. The architectural monument “Gur Emir” (Amir Temur’s tomb) in Samarkand, and the image of the King’s crown was taken a pattern for the museum. 


A gallery is surrounded by 20 white cone shaped columns each of them 10 meters high. There are ceramic panels on the round facade of the museum, decorated with geometrical design and eight-pointed stars with gold covering on the background.

Higher Education in Uzbekiston

      The Uzbek state university of world languages was organized by the decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan (№ 401, May 12, 1992) on basis of Tashkent state of pedagogical institution of foreign languages and Republican pedagogical institution of the Russian language and literature. 7073 students are taught in the university on the specialities like English, German, French, Spanish, Chinese and Russian philology, theory and practice of translation and international journalism. 21 professors, 124 candidates of sciences, 240 senior teachers and 347 teachers work for the university. There are Republican language centre, 3 hostels, 3 gymnastic halls, 2 sports stadiums, large library with reading rooms, rest houses in Tashkent Sea andKhumsan.

Railroads

In 1990 railroads carried about 75 percent of Uzbekistan's freight, excluding materials carried by pipeline. In 1993 the rail system included about 3,500 kilometers of track, of which 270 kilometers were electrified. More than 600 mainline engines served the system. However, an estimated 1,000 kilometers of track require rehabilitation, and 40 percent of the locomotive fleet has exceeded its service life. Because the main line connecting Uzbekistan with the Black Sea crosses the Turkmenistan border twice, the withdrawal of the latter country from the Central Asia rail system in 1992 cut that line (which also must pass through Kazakstan and Russia) into several parts. The segments now are alternately controlled by the Turkmenistani or the Uzbekistani national railroad authorities. The Transcaspian Railroad between the Amu Darya in the southwest and Tashkent in the northeast is the main transportation route within Uzbekistan, connecting Bukhoro and Samarqand in the south with the capital city in the northeast. The Transcaspian line also has two major spurs to other parts of the country. One spur runs southeast from Kagan, near Bukhoro, through Qarshi to Termiz, reaching the southeastern oases of the Qashqadaryo and Surkhondaryo valleys. The second spur branches from the main Samarqand-Tashkent line east of Jizzakh, passing northward to serve the Fergana Valley cities of Angren, Andijon, Farghona, and Namangan.

             In 1993 Uzbekistan had nine civilian airports, of which four were large enough to land international passenger jets. Tashkent's Yuzhnyy Airport, the largest in the country, now serves as a major air link for the other former republics of the Soviet Union with South Asia and Southeast Asia, as well as a major hub linking Central Asia with Western Europe and the United States. The addition of Tashkent to the flight routes of Germany's national airline, Lufthansa, greatly increased this role, and Uzbekistan's own airline, Uzbekistan Airways, flies from Tashkent and Samarqand to major cities in Western Europe and the Middle East. In 1994 its fleet included about 400 former Soviet aircraft, including the Yakovlev 40, Antonov 24, Tupolev 154, Ilyushin 62, 76, and 86, and two French Airbus A310-200s.
