Why choose this booklet

When one comes to China for the first time, one of
your biggest headaches will be the language barrier.
So before coming to China, it's likely that you searched
bookstores for a book which could supply you with some
useful words and expressions, but the problem with such
books maybe that:

They are too complex

Some books want to tell you everything about China, so
it will tax your patience to read them from cover to cover.



They are too difficult to read

Most of the books you find use “pin yin”, the Chinese
way to give each word its pronunciation, but it is difficult
for one who has not learned “pin yin" to read. Some of
the sounds you can hardly find in English.

They are too big and heavy

Most of the books are big and heavy, although they are
good; it will be hard to take them with you anytime in China,
so you'd have to leave them in your hotel or in the tour bus.
This problem had puzzled me for a long time. Why not
write a book for you, a book easy, simple, useful and
portable. After years of preparation, and with hundreds of
foreigner’s help, finally comes this book. It will not tell you
everything about China, it is just a useful booklet for you
to deal with your problems during your stay in China.

Special features
Easy

This booklet follows the rule of using the words already
available in English whose pronunciation are most simi-
lar to the Chinese characters; if there are no such words,
new words will be created, which will follow the English
spelling rules.

Simple

You will not find long and complex sentences in this
booklet. Instead, you will only find short sentences,
which you will find easy to speak out and make yourself
understood. And in each chapter, short and useful sen-

tences are given, together with the key words, thus you
could easily make some simple sentences by yourself.

Useful

This booklet is designed for busy travelers, who have little
or no time to leam Chinese and who, once back home, will
probably have no or little chance to use Chinese again.
So this booklet focuses on your travel time, and supplies
you with the useful expressions on occasions such as at
the hotel, restaurant, airport and so on.

Portable

The book is small in size, and so easy for you to carry
about.

Specifications

This booklet is meant for foreign travelers, not for
foreigners studying Chinese in China. It supplies them
with some necessary Chinese expressions, words and
knowledge for different occasions during their travel in
China.

In China there are hundreds of dialects, but Mandarin
is the official language. In cities, Chinese people can
normally understand you if you speak Mandarin. This
booklet just matches the sound of the Chinese words
and expressions in Mandarin.

Each expression or word in English is expressed in three
ways for comparison:

English words/expressions (the first row on the top)
Sound of Chinese words spoken in English (the second
rj6



row in the middle)
Chinese words/expressions in Chinese (the bottom row)

e.g.:
hello knee how 1
have a rest sheyo she

So you just find the words or expressions you need and
speak them out following the words in the middle row.
The booklet supplies you with some simple sentences
and the ways to make sentences, thus you can make
some simple sentences by yourself.

e.g.:

The booklet also supplies you with some knowledge tips
you will need in China.

Special pronunciations

For some sounds we could combine some fixed words
wit some letters.

eg:

Sometimes it is difficult to find some sounds independ-

ently in English to match Chinese, so please find out
samples to help you to get the right pronunciation.
