Su Qin Had a Talk with King Min of Qi

Su Qin had a talk with King Min of the state of Qi and
said, “1 heard that if a sovereign likes taking the lead
attacking other states, he will be in trouble. If a sovereign is
engaged in uniting with his allies to attack other states, he
will be isolated. Those who win by striking only after the
enemy strikes can resort to something else. Those who are
able to keep themselves out of trouble can make good use of
every opportunity. Hence, when sages embark wupon
undertakings, they always resort to temporary measures and
take action at the right time. By resorting to temporary
measures, they can manipulate tens of thousands of things.
By taking action at the right time, they can become rulers of
hundreds of undertakings. Hence, few can succeed if they
neither resort to temporary measures nor make good use of
opportunities!

"Without human power, Gan Jiang and Mo Ye (referring
to the two most famous swords) cannot hurt any target
alone. Without the help of string and bow, the sharpest
arrow with the firmest shaft cannot hit any distant target. It
is not that the arrow is blunt and the sword is not sharp.
What is the reason then? Well, they cannot resort to other

elements crucial to them. How do I know this? Previously,
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the troops of the state of Zhao invaded the state of Wei I .
Their chariots advanced without any stop, and their soldiers
marched without any rest. They approached the state of Wei
and occupied Gangping. They blocked eight gates of Wei’s
capital and broke two. The state of Wei I was on the brink of
defeat! Not having time to put on his shoes, the sovereign of
Wei I went barefoot to the state of Wei I[ to ask for help.
The king of the state of Wei UM put on his armour, sharpened
his sword and then confronted the troops of the state of Zhao.
The capital of Handan was in chaos. The areas along the
Yellow River and Mount Taihang were in anarchy. The state
of Wei I took occasion to summon the remnants of its
defeated army to march towards the north (referring to
invading the state of Zhao which was located north of
Wei 1 ). They breached Gangping and destroyed the
protective wall of the city of Zhongmou. It is not that the
state of Wei I was much stronger than the state of Zhao. If
Weil 1is the arrow, Wei Il will be the string and the bow.
Using the great power of Wei II > Wei [ seized the area of
Hedong. The people of in the state of Zhao were scared. The
troops of the state of Chu came to Zhao ’s rescue. They
attacked the troops of Wei Il at a place west of the city of
Zhoucheng. They blocked the gate of the capital of Liang of
Wei I, stationed their soldiers in Linzhong and let their
horses drink in the Yellow River. The troops of the state of
Zhao took occasion to invade the areas north of the Yellow
River in Weill . They set fire to Jigou and conquered the city

of Huangcheng. Accidents such as the destruction of Gangping,
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the devastation of Zhongmou, the demolition of Huangcheng
and the fire in Jigou were against the wishes of the states of
Zhao and Weill . But these two states couldn’t prevent them
from taking place. Why? Because Wei I was good at grasping
opportunities and making good use of advantageous
situations. However, contemporary sovereigns are not the
same! They plan to attack powerful states, although their
own military forces arc weak. They like to be at enmity with
other states, although the people of their own states are
exhausted. They will persist even though their undertakings
will definitely result in failure. They hate to lag behind others
even though their armies are feeble. They aim at invading big
states, although their own states are small. They will also
resort to trickery after their actions result in failure. Having
these actions, they still want to establish the most powerful
states in the world and become Lord-protectors themselves.
The more they exert themselves, the more unattainable this
goal is!

“I heard that a sovereign good at governing his state will
comply with the will of the people and also correctly estimate
the power of his own military forces. Instead of taking the
lead himself, he would rather follow other states before he
takes any action. Hence, although he might build up alliances
with other states, he won’t provoke enmity. Although he
might attack other states, he won’t rush to fight formidable
enemies to benefit his rivals. Thus, without causing any loss
to his own troops or posing any threat to his own power, his

territory can be enlarged and his wishes can be fulfilled. Once
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the troops of the state of Qi joined those of the states of Han
and Wei in invading the states of Qin and Chu. They didn’t
fight extremely fiercely during those battles,nor did Qi obtain
a larger share of territory than Han and Wei did. However,
people in the world blamed the state of Qi. Why? Because Qi
incurred enmity for the sake of Han and Wei. In addition, at
that time, all the states in the world were involved in
warfare. When the troops of the state of Qi engaged those of
the state of Yan, the troops of the state of Zhao annexed
Zhongshan. When the allied forces built up by the states of
Qin and Han engaged those of Han and Wei, the states of
Song and Yue took advantage of this war to strengthen their
military forces. These aforementioned ten states were hostile
towards each other. But they were all dissatisfied with the
state of Qi. Why? Because the state of Qi liked to build up
alliances and thus be at enmity with other states. It also took
the lead in attacking powerful states and thus benefiting its
rivals.

“Moreover, the problem of those big and strong states
lies in their intention to take control of other states. The
disaster for those weak and small states lies in the fact that
they often take advantage of others to benefit themselves. As
a result, the big states will be in danger, and the small ones
will be defeated. P'or big states, the most advantageous thing
is to follow other states in taking action and not to attack
unrighteous sovereigns hurriedly. By following other states in
taking action, they can win over the support of more allied

states and build wup more powerful allied forces. By
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commanding overwhelmingly powerful military forces to fight
exhausted enemy troops, they can certainly gain victory. By
not acting against the will of the people of the world, benefit
can be gained. If a big state acts this way, it will gain a high
reputation without endeavour. It can unify the whole world or
at least establish one of the most powerful states without
taking any action. For those small states, nothing could be
better than remaining cautious and inactive and not naively
trusting other states. By remaining cautious and inactive,
they won’t suffer aggressions launched by neighbouring states
on all four sides. By not trusting other states, they won’t be
betrayed by people in the world. They not being betrayed by
people in the outside world and being free from any
aggression, the grain stored won’t be consumed and therefore
will become rotten,and the silk fabrics stored won’t be used
and therefore will be eaten by moths. If a small state acts this
way, it will have good fortune without holding any
ceremonies to worship gods or deities. It will become wealthy
enough and therefore no longer need to borrow from other
states.

“So it is said, ‘ Whoever adheres to the principle of
benevolence can unify the whole world. Whoever practices
the principle of righteousness can establish one of the most
powerful states. Whoever resorts to nothing but military
forces will be toppled. > How do I know this? Well,
previously,Fu Chai,the king of the state of Wu, liked to take
the lead because of the might of his state. He invaded the

capital of Ying of the state of Chu, imprisoned the king of the
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state of Yue, and forced other states’ sovereigns to submit to
him. But finally he was killed, his state was ruined and he
himself was derided by the people of the world. Why? This
disaster occured because Fu Chai not only always put himself
ahead of others by committing to unifying the world and
becoming King, but also longed for more power and intended
to take the lead in invading other states. Previously, the
states of Lai and Ju liked to scheme against other states. The
states of Chen and Cai liked to use trickery. Relying on the
state of Yue, the state of Ju was ruined. The destruction of
the state of Cai was due to naively trusting the state of Jin.
These disasters occurred because these two states either
resorted to trickery to govern the people or overly trusted
other states! With the help of these aforementioned cases, we
can understand the disasters of both the big states and the
small ones.

“There is a saying: ‘When Qi Ji becomes tired, an
ordinary horse can outrun it. When Meng Ben becomes
exhausted, a woman can defeat him. > The sinews and
strength of the ordinary horse and the woman cannot match
those of Qi Ji and Meng Ben. So why can they win? Because
they take action after their rivals. Nowadays, not all the
allied states have been destroyed. Some don ’t throw their
armies into battles until the very end. They shift enmity to
other states and focus on attacking unrighteous sovereigns at
the same time. They take military action secretly and in the
name of righteousness. Thus it won’t take long for them to

ruin other states all over the world. Knowing the relationship
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among all the states and being familiar with the geographical
conditions of other states, they will become close to other
states before signing any agreements and therefore good
relations will be established without both sides exchanging
hostages. Without running in a hurry, they can march
forward quickly. Their allies won’t betray them under any
circumstances. These allied states will also vie with each
other to cede territory to them without bearing them a
grudge. The powerful states will become closer to each
other. Why? Because they share the same problems and can
benefit from military action. How do I know this? Once the
troops of the state of Qi engaged those of the state of Yan in
Quan. The troops of Yan were defeated and one hundred
thousand soldiers lost their lives in the war. The Hu people
invaded the state of Yan and occupied several counties in the
area of Loufan. They also seized cows and horses belonging
to the local people. The Hu people and the people of the state
of Qi were not kinsfolk, nor did they exchange hostages and
make an agreement to scheme together against the state of
Yan. But they did take the same action. Why? Because they
shared the same problems and could benefit from their
military actions. From this point of view,the states forced to
build alliance with each other in the same situation can enjoy
long-term benefit together. Those taking action at the very
end can manipulate other states’ sovereigns.

“So, if wise sovereigns and shrewd prime ministers are
really committed to unifying the whole world or establishing

one of the most powerful states, they won’t attach primary
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importance to military victories. Warfare either leads to the
devastation of a state or costs those cities and towns involved
a huge amount of money. If the devastation and high
expenditure occur, it will be hard to make other states’
sovereigns submit. As to the devastation of war, when
scholars realize that there will be a war, they will transport
their private possessions to the market and sell them. They
will provide food to the hired warriors who would not hesitate
to fight to the death on behalf of their masters. They will also
order people to break carriage thills to make a fire as well as
kill cows to feed both officers and men. Thus the state will
become short of resources. People in the state will pray for
their beloved ones. The sovereign himself will hold
ceremonies to worship deities and beg their blessings. All the
cities and towns will set up temples. The people of every
town with an established market will stop whatever
undertakings they have been engaged in to support the
sovereign’s military action. Under this policy, the state will
become impoverished. On the second day the attack is
launched, severe «casualties will occur. Although some
achievements might be accomplished, the military action will
cost a vast amount of money. People in the state will keep on
crying. Therefore, the sovereign himself will feel very
unhappy. In order to bury those who die on the battleground,
the relatives of the dead will spend all their savings on the
funerals. In order to cure those who are wounded on the
fronts,the families of the wounded will use up all their money

to buy medicines or pay for the treatment. Those who do not
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suffer any wounds will lead extremely luxurious lives in
celebration. 'Fherefore, their expenditure will equal that of
the former. So, war expenditure cannot be compensated by
ten years ’ hard work in the fields. After the troops are
deployed, spears and halberts will rupture, dagger rings and
bow strings will break, bows will be broken, chariots will be
damaged, army horses will become exhausted and more than
half of the arrows will be wasted. Armour and weapons are
either offered by governments of various levels or collected
from some private sources. Some of these items are concealed
by court or officials, some are burgled by those who train
warriors in secret. Even ten years of hard work in the fields
cannot compensate this loss. States in the world bearing these
double expenditures can hardly make other states submit to
them. Attacking enemy cities costs a huge amount of money.
The people repair shields and make chariots. All family
members are enrolled in the army. Officers and men dwell in
tunnels. The state is short of metal for making weapons.
Scholars arc tired of building defence earthworks. Generals
don’t dare take off their armour. If an enemy city can be
conquered in one year, this can be regarded as a very high
speed. Superior officers become tired of training inferiors.
Scholars are injured by weapons. Hence, after three cities are
conquered, the attacking troops can barely defeat any enemy
forces. So it is said that military victory shouldn't be regarded
as of primary importance. How do I know this? Once
Marquis Zhi attacked the P'ans and Zhongxings. He killed the

sovereigns of these two clans, destroyed their states, and
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then marched towards the west and besieged Jinyang.
Marquis Zhi annexed these two states and posed a severe
threat to Zhao Xiangzi, the sovereign of the state of Zhao.
These were great military achievements. However,
eventually Marquis Zhi was killed, his state was ruined and
he himself was derided by people all over the world. What
was the reason for his failure? Because he regarded military
victories as of primary importance, destroyed two states and
thus posed a severe threat to himself. Previously, the state of
Zhongshan dispatched all the troops to attack the states of
Yan and Zhao. They engaged the troops of Zhao in Changzi in
the south and defeated them. They confronted the troops of
Yan in Zhongshan in the north, defeated them and killed their
general. Zhongshan was a state with one thousand chariots.
However, it defeated two states possessing ten thousand
chariots each and won one battle after another. These can
also be regarded as very successful military actions.
However, the state of Zhongshan was ruined. Announcing
himself as one of the court officials of the king of the state of
Qi, Zhongshan s sovereign submitted to Qi. What’s the
reason? Because he couldn’t stop pursuing military victories.
From these examples, we can see the problems caused by
successful military actions.

“At present, a person being regarded as good at tactics
can win every battle as well as safeguard any city. He is
praised by people all over the world. However, this is not of
long-term benefit to the state. I heard that if a great victory is

gained, many scholars must have lost their lives on the
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battleground and military forces will become weaker. If a
sovereign can safeguard cities and towns and therefore ensure
that they not be seized by enemy states, the people will
become exhausted and protective walls will be broken. If
scholars lose their lives outside the state, the people inside
the state become exhausted and protective walls are broken,
no sovereign will be happy under such circumstances. It is not
that bullseye has offended someone. However, people are
likely to take a bow and stretch the string to shoot at it.
Those who hit it are considered skillful. Those who miss it
feel sorry for themselves. People are of one mind in shooting
at it, whether young or old, powerless or powerful. Why?
Because they hate the bullseye’s way of challenging them and
showing how difficult it is to hit it. The state which engages
in attacking other states and is able to win every war and
safeguard its own cities and towns in the meantime not only
shows other states that it is very difficult for them to overrun
it, but also poses a severe threat to other states. As a result,
other states in the world will become very hostile towards it.
A wise sovereign will never exhaust both the scholars and his
state to induce enmity with other states in the world.
Frequently ordering powerful armies to attack other states
may well weaken the military forces. A provident prime
minister will never do that. Wise sovereigns and provident
prime ministers can make other states’ sovereigns submit to
them without taking any military action against them. They
will also receive extremely generous gifts,although they may

openly reject them. Hence, when a wise sovereign attacks an
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enemy state, his forces can defeat the enemy troops without
wearing armour or using weapons. They can seize the border
cities of the enemy state without using chariots. Thus the
whole world can be unified without both scholars and common
people being aware of that. Whenever a wise sovereign takes
up an undertaking, it will cost less money and bring long-
term benefit. So it is said, ‘Strike only after the enemy has

struck. Then you can issue orders to other states
sovereigns. ’

“I heard that the best tactics are to attack other states
without taking any military action. Although the enemy state
might have one million soldiers, a wise sovereign can defeat
them by planning at court. Although the enemy state might
have generals as brave as He Lii and Wu Qi, a wise sovereign
can have them captured by scheming in his own room. He can
have a one-thousand-z/zti?zg-tall protective wall demolished by
planning during a banquet. He can also have one-hundred-
cAz'-long chariots destroyed without leaving his seat. He not
stopping appreciating the music played by bell, drum, the Yu
and Se pipes, his territory can be enlarged and his wishes can
be fulfilled. He not ceasing entertaining himself with singers,
dancers and dwarfs, other states’ sovereigns will submit to
him simultaneously. So, although his reputation might be as
high as that of Heaven and Earth, he won’t consider himself
honourable. Although he might possess all the wealth in the
world, he won’t regard himself rich. So, a sovereign good at
unifying the whole world will make people in the world work

hard to serve him but he himself will enjoy his own time. He
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will make other states in the world chaotic but put his own
state in perfect order. Other states’ sovereigns scheming
against him will never succeed, and his state is free from any
severe problems. How do I know this? Making sure that he
himself is leisurely, his state is in order, and that other states
are in choas and their people arc working hard to serve him is
the right way to wunify the world. Confront formidable
invading troops,tackle every trouble,make the schemes of all
the antagonistic statesy result in vain, then the state will he
free from trouble. How do I know this? Once the king of the
state of Wei used to have one thousand i of land and three
hundred and sixty thousand armoured soldiers. With the
power of his state, his troops occupied Handan and besieged
Dingyang in the west. Then he united with the sovereigns of
twelve states to show respect to the Son of Heaven and
scheme against the state of Qin in the west. The king of Qin
was scared. He could not sleep well, nor could he enjoy his
meals. In order to breast the invasion of the troops of Wei,
he ordered to deploy weapons along all the walls of the state
and asked the border guards to be on the alert. He also
recruited warriors who would fight to the death on his behalf
as well as nominated military leaders. Wei Yang planned with
the king of Qin and said, ‘The state of Wei has gained great
victories and its orders are carried out all over the world. It
also has united with twelve states to show respect to the Son
of Heaven. Therefore,it might be supported by many states.
So, if we confront the troops of the powerful Wei with our

own military forces, I am afraid that we are unable to beat
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them. Your Majesty, why not send 'me to visit the king of the
state of Wei? I can definitely make him withdraw his troops.

The king of Qin agreed. Wei Yang went to see the king of the
state of Wei and said, 6Your Majesty, you are extremely
meritorious, and your orders are carried out all over the
world. Moreover, you have built an alliance with twelve
states, including Song, Wei, Zou, Lu, Chen and Cai etc.

Based in the city of Jimo, Tian Dan
defeated the troops of Yan and killed Qi Jie,the Commander-

in-Chief of the troops of Yan.

Thus you
shouldn’t be considered valiant. If this is the case, not only
will your efforts be in vain, but you will also harm your
reputation. Therefore, you won ’ t be extolled by the
generations to come. So you shouldn’t be regarded as a wise
person, because a wise person doesn >t hesitate to make
decisions. A valiant person has no fear of death. Now
whether you will survive or lose your life, be honoured or
humiliated, become powerful or powerless, become

prosperous or menial depends on whether or not you can
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grasp this opportunity. Please think about it carefully and
don’t make decision as an ordinary person might do. In
addition, although the troops of the state of Chu attacked
Nanyang and those of the state of Wei invaded Pinglu, the
state of Qi still didn’t plan to attack Chu and Wei southwards
because in comparison with losing Nanyang, it is more
advantageous to obtain Liaocheng. So the troops of Qi made
up their mind to reoccupy this area at all costs. Now the state
of Qin has dispatched its troops to rescue the state of Qi. As
a result, the troops of the state of Wei dare not march
eastwards. If Qi and Qin build an alliance, the state of Chu
will be under threat. Moreover, Qi will definitely decide to
safeguard the region north of the Jishui River at the cost of
Nanyang and Pinglu. Now both the troops of the state of Chu
and those of the state of Wei have retreated. However, the
reinforcements of your state have not yet arrived. There is no
state in the world scheming against the state of Qi. Your
troops have confronted those of Qi for more than one year and
therefore have become exhausted. So I foresee that you
cannot hold the city of Liaocheng. The troops of Qi will
definitely fight a decisive battle with you in Liaocheng.
That’s certain!

“On the other hand, the state of Yan is in severe chaos.
Both the sovereign and court officials have followed bad
policies. Superiors and inferiors are confused. Under the
leadership of General Li Fu, Yan’s one million soldiers have
suffered one debacle after another outside the state. As a

state with ten thousand chariots, Yan has been besieged by
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the troops of the state of Zhao. It has lost its territory. Its
sovereign is in trouble and therefore derided by people all over
the world. Haven’t you heard that? Nowadays, the king of
the state of Yan is in great fear and is isolated by other
states. The high-ranking court officials are not reliable. The
state is exhausted and beset with problems. The people are
not of one mind. Now you are using the exhausted people of
Liaocheng to confront the troops of the state of Qi. The
enemy hasn’t breached it after one year. It means that you
can safeguard Liaocheng like Mo Di did (referring to Mo Di
preventing the troops of Chu from attacking the state of
Song). People in the city are eating human flesh and making
cooking fires with human bones. However, both soldiers and
civilians don >t want to surrender. It means that you can
command the troops like Sun Bin and Wu Qi did. Therefore,
your capability is known by people all over the world! So, for
you, nothing could be better than laying down your arms,
resting the troops, repairing the chariots and armour and
returning to the state of Yan to report to the king there. The
king will definitely be very happy with you. Scholars and the
people will regard you as their own parent. With bare arms,
they will travel around to discuss your contributions with
other people of the world. Thus your achievements will
become well-known. You can help the isolated king govern
the state and ensure the survival of the people as well as
support scholars. You can reform the customs and therefore
accomplish great achievements and gain a high reputation in

the world. Do you want to leave the state of Yan and live in
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the eastern Qi as a guest or obtain some land from the state of
Yan and therefore establish your own fief? Not only can you
make yourself as wealthy as the lords of Tao and Wei,but you
and your offspring can also be honoured as Lord and coexist
with the state of Qi. This is another possibility. You can
either gain a high reputation or obtain some tremendous
benefit. I hope you think about it carefully and make up your
mind!

“In addition, I have heard that if one pays too much
attention to detail, he cannot obtain great power; if one
doesn’t overlook insignificant humiliations, he cannot gain a
high reputation. Previously, Guan Zhong shot at Duke Huan
of the state of Qi and hit the duke’s belt button. That’s
simply the murdering of a sovereign. He served Childe Jiu but
refused to die as a martyr for the childe ’s sake. That ’s
simply cowardice. He was put in prison by the state of Lu.
That’ s nothing hut humiliation. People with these three
aforementioned crimes will not be accepted by those who live
in the same area,nor will ordinary sovereigns employ them as
high-ranking court officials. Should Guan Zhong not accept
the position offered to him because of his experience as a
prisoner and refuse to meet Duke Huan due to feeling sorry
for the humiliation he had suffered, he would have been a
menial person and therefore derided by others during his
lifetime! Although Guanzi had these three wunbearable
experiences, he took over the government affairs of the state
of Qi. With his help, Duke Huan put the whole world in

order, arranged nine meetings participated in by sovereigns of
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all the states of the world, and became the leader of the Five
Lord-protectors. Therefore, Guan Zhong was held in high
repute by people all over the world and held in high esteem by
neighbouring states. When Cao Mo was serving as
Commander-in-Chief of the troops of the state of Lu, he
suffered one debacle after another and as a result, one
thousand /i of land been ceded to other states. If Cao Mo had
stayed on the battleground, paid no attention to any
aftermath and fought to the death, his troops would have
been annihilated and he himself would have been captured by
the enemy. If this were the case, Cao Mo wouldn’t have been
considered brave. Moreover, both his efforts and reputation
would have vanished and therefore he wouldn >t have been
extolled by generations to come. Thus he wouldn’t have been
regarded as intelligent. Therefore, in order to avenge the
debacles he had suffered, he retreated from the battleground
and went back to plan with the sovereign of the state of Lu.
Cao Mo thought he was offered the right opportunity. Duke
Huan of Qi took control of the whole world and made
sovereigns of other states submit to his authority. Without
showing any sign of cowardice and expressing himself with
justifiable words, Cao Mo threatened Duke Huan with his
sword on the platform (referring to the platform on which
Duke Huan and the sovereign of the state of Lu met with each
other to negotiate a ceasefire between the two states).
Although he had lost three battles, he regained a high
reputation at one stroke. People all over the world were

terrified by his action. His power was known by the people of
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the states of Wu and Chu. His reputation was remembered by
the following generations. As for these two aforementioned
persons, it is not that they couldn’t perform insignificant
actions perfectly or give up their lives because of insignificant
humiliations. They refused to act that way because it was
unwise since they couldn’t make great contributions and gain
high reputations by doing so. Hence, they would hold their
anger and gain high reputations. They would suffer
humiliations and make great contributions to the world. So
their achievements can be mentioned in the same breath with
those of the Three King Ancestors. Their reputations can
match those of Heaven and Earth. Please think about it
cafefully!”

The general of the state of Yan said, “I will follow and
respect your instructions!” Then he laid down his arms and
withdrew his troops. Due to these words of Lu Zhonglian,

the siege of Qi was raised and the people were saved.

Yan Attacked Qi and Defeated It

The troops of the state of Yan attacked the state of Qi
and defeated it. King Min of Qi escaped to Ju. Zhuo Chi
murdered King Min. Tian Dan secured the city of Jimo,
defeated the troops of Yan and reoccupied the ruined capital
of Qi. The crown prince,the later King Xiang,hid among the
people. Under Tian Dan ’ s leadership, the troops of Qi
defeated those of Yan. Tian Dan was not sure whom he

should appoint to be the new king. The people of the state of
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Qi thought that Tian Dan might take over the throne himself.

After King Xiang came into power, Tian Dan served him
as prime minister. Once, when Tian Dan passed by the Zishui
River, he saw an old man feeling very cold after having
crossed the river. The old man couldn’t walk, so he sat in
the sand.

You’d
better praise the kind deeds of Tian Dan and issue an order as
follows: 4 worry that the people don’t have enough food to
eat, so Tian Dan supports them. I worry that the people
don’t have clothes to wear, so Tian Dan provide them his own
clothes. I worry about the problems of the people, so does
Tian Dan. I am very satisfied with him. > When Tian Dan has
kind deeds, you should praise him. By praising the kind deeds

of Tian Dan, you can attribute his kind deeds to yourself!”
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King Xiang said, “Good idea. ” So he awarded Tian Dan cows
and wine to extol his benevolent conduct.

A few days later, Guan Shu went to see the king again
and said, “The next time Your Majesty holds court, you
should call in Tian Dan, bow to him at court and praise him
orally. Then you can order him to look for and support those
who don’t have enough to wear or eat. ” Then the king sent
spies to collect information in lanes and streets. They heard
the people talking with each other and saying, “Look, how
benevolent Tian Dan is to the people! This is surely nothing

but the positive influence of the instructions of His Majesty!”

Diao Bo Often Spoke 111 of Tian Dan

Diao Bo often spoke ill of Tian Dan. He said, “Lord
Anping is but a base person!” When Lord Anping heard of
this, he prepared a banquet, invited Diao Bo for a drink and
asked, “Have I ever offended you, Sire? Why do you often
speak ill of me?” Diao Bo said, “Zhi’s dog may yap at Yao.
However, it doesn’t mean that it regarded Zhi as honourable
and powerful but considered Yao menial. It is natural for a
dog to yap at people except its master. Suppose a Mr
Gongsun who is worthy and a Mr Xu who is unworthy were
fighting each other, Mr Xu’s dog would bite Mr Gongsun ’s
leg from time to time.

them Lord Anping said, “ Well, I will follow your

instructions with respect!” The next day, he recommended
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Diao Bo to the king.

Nine high-ranking court officials cherished by the king of
Qi wanted to do harm to Lord Anping. So they united with
each other to slander Lord Anping in front of the king and
said, “When the troops of the state of Yan invaded our state,
the king of the state of Chu ordered General Zhuo Chi to lead
an army consisting of ten thousand soldiers to reinforce our
troops. Now our state has been free from trouble and
everything has been in order. Why not send an emissary to
the state of Chu to express our thanks to Chu’s king?” The
king asked, “Who is qualified for this diplomatic mission?”
These nine high-ranking court officials all said, “Diao Bo can
fulfill this task. ” Diao Bo was sent on this diplomatic mission
to the state of Chu. The king of Chu treated him well and
invited him to banquet. Several days had passed, but Diao Bo
didn’t come back. These nine court officials associated with
each other to slander him in front of the king and said, “As
an individual, Diao Bo has been treated very well by a state
with ten thousand chariots.

Lie
provides various benefit to the people. On the other hand, he

focuses on winning over the Di and Rong Peoples and the
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worthy scholars of the world. He also secretly consorts with
outstanding people of other states. Surely he is going to take
action to overthrow you. Your Majesty, please consider
this! ” On another day, the king said, “Call Tian Dan here!”
Tian Dan took off his hat, shoes and coat and entered the
palace.being bare to the waist. Then he walked a few steps
back and asked the king to sentence him to death. Five days
later, the king told him, “ You are not guilty at all. You
should abide by the rules of propriety stipulated for court
officials. And 1 will abide by those rules stipulated for
sovereign. That’s all. ”

Diao Bo came back from the state of Chu. The king of Qi
awarded him some wine to drink. When the atmosphere
reached its peak, the king said, “Call Prime Minister Tian
Dan here!” Diao Bo left his seat, bowed to the king and said,
“Why did you say such words that might lead to the
destruction of our state? Compared with King Wen of the
Zhou Dynasty, do you think you are worthier than him?” The
king said, “No, I am not as worthy as King Wen. ” Diao Bo
said, " Right.

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name. From the birth of the world and since sovereigns began
to govern the people, among all the high-ranking court
officials, is there anyone been more meritorious than Lord
Anping? But Your Majesty just call him ‘Dan’! Where have
you learned this word that might lead to the destruction of our
state? In addition,previously you couldn’t safeguard our state
handed down from our deceased sovercigns. When the troops
of the state of Yan invaded our capital, you escaped to the
mountains of Chengyang.

King Min of Qi Was Murdered

King Min of the state of Qi was murdered. Fa Zhang,the
son of the king,changed his name, escaped to the state of Ju
and worked there for the Taishis as a servant. The daughter
of Taishi Jiao admired his extraordinary countenance and
thought that he was not an ordinary person. So she often
stole some clothes and food from the family to support him.
She also developed a love affair with him. In order to find the
prince of King Min of Qi and therefore enthrone him as the
new king of the state of Qi, officials of the state of Ju and
Qi’s high-ranking court officials taking refuge in Ju had a
meeting. Then Fa Zhang told them that he himself was the
prince. Thus they enthroned him to be the new king and
addressed him as King Xiang of the state of Qi. After King
Xiang came into power, he designated the daughter of the
Taishis as queen. She gave birth to their son—Jian. Taishi
Jiao declared, “Instead of marrying through a matchmaker,
she married out of her own free will. I will no longer regard
her as my daughter. [ feel disgraced for this reason. ” Then
he refused to see his daughter again for the rest of his life.

The queen—Jun Wanghou— was a very worthy person. So
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she still treated Taishi Jiao according to the rules of propriety
stipulated for children even though she never saw him again.

After King Xiang died, Jian was enthroned to be the new
king of the state of Qi. Jun Wanghou was very careful in
dealing with the state of Qin and very honest with other
states’ sovereigns. Accordingly, the state of Qi was free
from aggression for more than forty years after Jian ’ s
enthronement. Emperor Qin Shihuang once sent an emissary
to present Jun Wanghou with a set of jade puzzle rings and
send a message as follows; “There are a lot of very intelligent
people in the state of Qi. Can you untie these rings?” Jun
Wanghou showed her high-ranking court officials the puzzle
rings, but no one knew how to untie them. Jun Wanghou
fetched a pestle and broke the rings. Then she appologized to

When Jun Wanghou was dying, she warned Jian,
“Among the high-ranking court officials, you can rely on...”
Jian said, "Please let me write it down. ” Jun Wanghou said,
“Fine. ” After Jian had brush and bamboo slips prepared, Jun
Wanghou said, "I have forgotten those names.” After Jun
Wanghou died, Hou Sheng became prime minister of the state
of Qi. Hou Sheng accepted huge amounts of gold and jade
from the spies of the state of Qin aimed at alienating the
relationship between Jian and his inferiors. If emissaries were
sent to Qin, they didn’t report the truth to Jian when they
returned. They persuaded Jian to submit to Qin’s king. As a

result, all the defence installations in Qi were neglected.
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Jian,the King of Qi, Went to Show Reverence to Qin’s King

Jian,the king of the state of Qi,planned to go to the state
of Qin to show reverence to Qin’s king. The Minister of War
Safeguarding Yongmen stopped him and said, “Do you think
you have been enthroned for the benefit of our state or for
your own benefit?”

Owing to the rebellion stirred up by Zhuo Chi, the state
of Qi was hostile towards the state of Qin. After some time,
the king of the state of Qin wanted to establish good relations
with the state of Qi, so he sent Su Juan to the state of Chu
and Ren Gu to the state of Qi on diplomatic missions to
establish ties with them. Qi Ming had a talk with the king of

the state of Chu and said, “ Rather than establishing
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diplomatic relations with our state, the king of Qin wishes
more sincerely to build up ties with the state of Qi. The
reason why he has sent Su Juan here lies in the fact that he
wants to show Qi that he has won over our state and thus
facilitate Ren Gu’s diplomatic activities in the state of Qi.

If you hope to
unite with the state of Qin to invade the state of Qi, you can
also seize from Qi the areas between the Huai River and the

Chu asked, “What shall we do then?" Zhao Yang replied,
"The state of Han can’t hold an unalterable standpoint. It is
greedy and dislikes dealing with difficulties. Because it is
greedy, we can cheat it.

the land it had promised. As a result, the five allied states’

Zhang Yi continued, “Chu and Qin are the two most
powerful states in the world. These two states can

counterbalance each other. However, when they engage in
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warfare with each other, they will be at daggers drawn. If
you don’t take the side of Qin, Qin will dispatch troops to
occupy Yiyang. Thus Han’s road to Shangdang will be cut
off. Then the troops of Qin will seize Hedong and Chenggao.
As a result, Han will submit to Qin’s authority.

“People advocating Hezong are trying to unite with the
small and weak states to antagonize the most powerful one.
They launch military action ineptly without knowing the exact
situation and real power of their enemy. Even though they are
poor and short of means, they still attack their enemy
frequently. This 1is leading their states to the edge of

destruction. I heard that if one ’s military force is not as
strong as his enemy’s, he should not challenge his enemy. If
one’s food supply is less than his enemy’s,he should end the
war as quickly as possible. People advocating Hezong try to
praise your moral integrity with blandishments. They only
tell you about the advantages but don’t mention the
disadvantages. That will finally cause severe trouble to Chu,
and it will be too late to take any action to remedy it. So I
hope you will think about it thoroughly.

"Qin owns Ba and Shu in the west. If boats are combined
in pairs to transport provender along the Yangzi River from
Mount Min, they will travel no more than three thousand /i

to reach the capital of Ying. If boats are combined in pairs to

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transport soldiers, each pair can take fifty men. When the
troops travel along the river with provender that can last for
three months, they can advance more than three hundred /i
ecach day. Even though it is a long journey, they can reach
Qianguan within ten days without bothering to use other
means of transportation. When Qianguan is threatened, you
need to send troops to defend all the cities and towns located
east of Jingling. Moreover, Qianzhong and Wujun will no
longer be under your control. If Qin dispatches troops from
Wuguan towards the south to attack your state, the northern
part will be cut off. If Qin attacks Chu, Chu will find itself
on the edge of destruction within three months. However,
the relieving troops of your allied states won’t arrive till six
months later. Obviously Chu cannot counteract Qin. If you
resort to those small and weak states, and overlook the threat
posed by the powerful Qin, I will really worry about this for
your sake. Previously you were engaged in war with Wu.
You launched five attacks, won three of them and finally beat
Wu. But all the officers and men you sent to the battlefield
lost their lives there. After that you asked your people to
move to the newly occupied cities and towns, and their life
there was extremely hard. 1 heard that if one attack a
powerful enemy,he will simply endanger his own state. And
if the people are exhausted, they will become hostile towards
their sovereign. Now you are going against Qin ’s will in
order to maintain the prior success which might cause big
trouble or even destruction for your state. I personally worry

about that very much.
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“The reason that Qin has not sent its troops to march
across the Hangu Valley to attack other states lies in the fact
that it is planning secretly to annex all other states of the
world. Once Chu and Qin were engaged in warfare and the
troops of these two states fought each other in Hanzhong.
The troops of Chu were defeated. More than seventy officers
of high rank such as Tong Hou and Zhi Gui were killed on the
battleground. Then they lost Hanzhong. The king of Chu
was very angry, so he sent troops again to attack Qin. The
attack was launched in Lantian. Again the troops of Chu were
defeated. This is the so-called two tigers fighting each other.
While Qin and Chu are engaged in attacking each other, Han
and Wei can easily maintain their might and take occasion to
control the two of them. Nothing could be more unwise. So I
hope that you will think about it thoroughly.

“If Qin dispatches troops to attack Wei and Yangjin, it
can seize the most important places of the world. At the same
time,if you send all your troops to attack Song, Song will be
defeated within several months. Then you can march further
towards the east. As a result, all the twelve states located
along the Sishui River will be under your firm control.

“In the world, the only person who advocated Hezong
forcefully and believed it deeply was Su Qin. He was
proclaimed as Lord Wu ’an by the state of Zhao and also
appointed to be prime minister of the state of Yan. After that
he conspired with the king of Yan to ruin the state of Qi and
then carve up its territory between them. Then he pretended

to be convicted by Yan and fled to Qi. The king of Qi
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accepted him and appointed him to be prime minister of his
state. However, the king discovered Su Qin’s conspiracy two
years later. He was so angry that he had Su Qin killed with
the Che Lie Penalty in public. As deceitful and shifty as Su
Qin was, he wanted to unify the world and ally with all the
states. Of course he could not manage to do that.

“The states of Qin and Chu share the same border, and
their territoris are adjacent. These two states should be close
to each other. If yo.u really take my advice, I will ask Qin to
send its crown prince to Chu as a hostage.

Some who
are not interested in positions or salaries worry about the
state. "The king asked, “What do you mean?”

Moao Zihua replied, “Previously Lingyin Ziwen worked
at court in a dark suit and wore a coat made of deerskin at
home. He went to the court to work before dawn, and came
back home for dinner when it was dark. He was poor and
didn’t have enough food or savings to support his family for
one month. So he was the one who was uncorrupted, very
poor but still worried about the state.

“Mr She Zigao was born to a poor and powerless family.
However, the then Zhu Guo considered him a talented
person. Mr She suppressed the rebellion stirred up by Bai
Sheng and put the state of Chu in order.

Zhi Guo went to see the marquis and said, "The
other two sovereigns will probably rebel against you. ” The
marquis asked, "Why?” Zhi Guo replied, "I met Zhang
Mengtan at the gate, and he seemed astrut. ” Marquis Zhi
said, “No, you are wrong. [ have made an agreement with
those two sovereigns very carefully and we have promised to
defeat Zhao and then carve up its territory among us. | made
this agreement with them in person.

murder the new master for the sake of the old one. Nothing
could cause more damage to the relationship between
sovereigns and court officials.

If Qin dispatch its armies to attack the
area of Shangdang and therefore pose a severe threat to the
northern region, Your Majesty won’t be able to secure the
area west of Gouzhu. If the troops of Qin march through
Gouzhu to safeguard Mount Chang, they will be only about
three hundred Li away from Tang and Quwu of the state of
Yan. As a result, horses bred in Dai and ponies raised by the
Hu people cannot be transported to the east. Nor can the jade
produced in Mount Kun be transported from the state of
Zhao. Thus these three precious resources will no longer
belong to Your Majesty. Now that you have united with the
powerful Qin in attacking the state of Qi, I am afraid this
might bring you more trouble.

strengthened. This is clear to people all over the world. If the
state of Qin establishes good relations with the state of Yan,
they will attack the state of Zhao together. If it establishes
good relations with the state of Zhao, they will launch a
concerted attack on the state of Yan. If it establishes good
relations with the state of Wei, they will attack the state of
Zhao together. If it establishes good relations with the state
of Zhao, they will launch a concerted attack on the state of
Wei. If it establishes good relations with the state of Chu,
they will attack the state of Han together. If it establishes
good relations with the state of Han, they will launch a
concerted attack on the state of Chu. This is also clear to
people all over the world. But those states located east of
Mount Xiao wouldn >t change their tactics because their
military forces are weak. In this case, they cannot ally with
each other. Why is the state of Chu so clever and those states
located east of Mount Xiao so stupid!

If the right
alliance is chosen, the people can settle down and lead
peaceful lives. If not, the people cannot settle down during
their life time. Please let me explain the problems that might

be caused by other states. If you antagonize the states of Qi
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and Qin at the same time, the people cannot settle down and
lead peaceful lives. If we rely on Qin to attack Qi, the people
cannot settle down and lead peaceful lives. If we count on Qi
to attack Qin, the people cannot settle down and lead peaceful
lives. When conspiring against other sovereigns and launching
military operations against other states, contemplating the
right words to persuade some states to cut ties with their
allied states is often difficult. You should be very cautious
about such matters and make sure that you never divulge
them to others.

“Please send the others away and let me explain the great
difference between Hezong and Lianheng to you. If Your
Majesty really take my advice, Yan will present you with its
land rich in felt and furs and teeming with swift horses and
excellent hounds. Qi will present you with coastal areas rich
in salt and fish. Chu will present you with land producing
oranges and pomeloes, and the Yunmeng Lake. Han and Wei
will confer some land on you as Tangmuyi. Accordingly,
both your close relatives and your uncles and brothers can be
conferred fiefs and noble titles. Obtaining land and collecting
its produce used to be the main goal pursued by the Five
Lord-protectors. But it cost the complete collapse of their
armies and the freedom of their generals. In order to confer
some land and honourable titles on their close relatives, Tang
of the Shang Dynasty and King Wu of the Zhou Dynasty
exiled or killed the Sons of Heaven of their times respectively
to fight for authority over the world. Now you can obtain

these two kinds of benefit without the slightest effort. That’s
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what I wish for you. If Your Majesty unite with Qin, Qin
will definitely be able to weaken Han and Wei. If you unite
with Qi, Qi will definitely be able to weaken Chu and Wei. If
Wei is weakened, it will cede Hewai to other states. If Han is
weakened, it will give up Yiyang. If Yiyang is given away,
Shangjun will be cut off. If Hewai is ceded, Wei’s central
road will be blocked. If Chu is weakened, we will become
isolated and lose all foreign support. These three factors must
be taken into serious consideration. If Qin sends its troops
from Zhidao, Nanyang will be in danger. If the troops of Qin
coerce Han into besieging Zhou with them, Zhao will be
severely weakened. If they take over Wei and occupy the area
of Qi, the state of Qi will definitely submit to Qin’s
authority. After all the wishes of Qin are fulfilled in the areas
east of Mount Xiao, its troops will approach Zhao. After the
troops of Qin cross the Yellow River and the Zhangshui River
to seize Fanwu, they will definitely launch military operations
against the city of Handan. I worry about this very much for
Your Majesty’s sake.

“At present, among all the states located east of Mount
Xiao, the most powerful one is Zhao. Zhao has two thousand
square /i of land, hundreds of thousands of armed soldiers,
one thousand chariots and ten thousand war horses. Its store
of grain can support the state for at least ten years.
Moreover, it has Mount Chang in the west, the Yellow River
and the Zhangshui River in the south, the Qinghe River in the
east, and the state of Yan is adjacent to Zhao in the north.

Yan is only a small and weak state, so we don 't need to
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worry about it. Thus the only state that Qin fears the most is
our state. Nonetheless, Qin doesn’t dare send its troops to
launch military action against Zhao. Why? Well, it is afraid
that the states of Han and Wei will be likely to take advantage
of it from the rear. Therefore, Han and Wei serve as Zhao’s
southern natural barriers. However, things will not be the
same if Qin attacks Han and Wei. Since these two states
don’t have big mountains or huge rivers to protect them, Qin
can encroach upon them step by step and easily approach their
capitals. Han and Wei are not able to counteract Qin, so they
will definitely submit to Qin. There are no states like Han
and Wei to serve as barriers to obstruct the troops of Qin, so
our state will certainly be in danger. That s what I worry
about on behalf of Your Makesty.

“I heard that Yao had less than three hundred mu« of land
and Shun had no land at all. However, later they both
possessed the whole world. Yu didn’t own a village with one
hundred people, but he unified all the states and became
King. With no more than three thousand soldiers and less
than three hundred chariots, both Tang of the Shang Dynasty
and King Wu of the Zhou Dynasty became Sons of Heaven.
These aforementioned people had employed the right tactics.
Therefore, a wise sovereign can foresee the real strength of
an enemy state and also estimate the real condition of his own
military forces. He will forecast the result of a war even
before the troops of both sides start to confront each other.
Why listen to the arguments of ordinary people and leave

everything to chance?
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“1 have secretly checked a map of the world and
according to it, the territory of all other states summed up is
five times larger than that of the state of Qin. I estimate that
the total number of the troops of all the other states might be
ten times higher than that of the troops of the state of Qin. If
the Six States make a concerted effort to launch military
action against Qin, Qin will surely be defeated. However,
they have been defeated by Qin and ready to submit to its
authority. Defeating other states and being defeated by other
states, making other states submit to your authority and
submitting to others’ authority are totally different from each
other. Those who advocate Lianheng all want to make other
states cede their territory to Qin so that they themselves can
establish diplomatic relations with Qin. If they have good
relations with Qin, they can have lofty platforms, pavilions
and luxurious buildings built for themselves. They can also
entertain themselves with beautiful tunes played by Yu, Se
and other musical instruments and enjoy all kinds of delicious
food.

So according to my
personal opinion, I think the best thing for Your Majesty to
do is to unite with the states of Han, Wei, Qi, Chu, Yan and
Zhao to counteract the state of Qin. You can order the
Commanders-in-Chief and prime ministers of all the states to
have a meeting on the bank of the Huanshui River, and ask
them to exchange hostages.

And Yan should send picked warriors
to help. If one state breaks faith with the others and acts
against the agreement, the other five states will attack it
together. > Thus if the Six States unite with each other to
counteract Qin, Qin will definitely not dare send its troops
from the Hangu Valley to attack those states located east of
Mount Xiao. Accordingly, you can establish the most
powerful state and become Lord-protector. ”

The king of Zhao said, “I am a fledging, having just
taken over the regime and therefore not having the chance to
learn the most important long-term policies for governing a
state.

Letting officers and
men rest after winning a great victory is the correct military
strategy. Now you have been taking continuous military
action during your lifetime, and won’t let your people take a

rest even though they are exhausted. Because you are angry
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with the state of Zhao, you want to seize its territory and
make its cities and towns your own. The state of Zhao can
barely survive. However, Zhao 1is a state with roads
connecting with other states in all directions. Although you
might occupy Handan right away, it won’t prove a long-term
benefit to your state. If you don’t turn the areas you have
occupied into arable lands and don’t let the exhausted people
rest but resort to ruthless measures to govern them, they
won’t settle although they might submit to you superficially.
There is a saying; ‘A state might still be in danger after
winning victories because it cannot stop attacking other
states. A person might still be powerless after making great
contributions because he cannot fully control the land he has

occupied. Hence, a father cannot overly demand his son to
do things beyond his limits. And a sovereign cannot coerce
his court officials into fulfilling his endless desires. So, those
who know which insignificant signs might become significant
can become powerful. Whoever realizes that it is useful to let
people rest can establish a most powerful state and become
Lord-protector. Whoever knows that minor things might
become important can unify the whole world and become
King. ”

The king of the state of Qin said, “If I stop military
action and let the people rest, surely other states in the world
will ally with one another to confront my state. ”

Suzi said, “I am sure that other states in the world will

not ally with one another to act against the state of Qin. I

think Tian Dan and Ru Er are extremely wrong. Not only

The might of their elite troops
cannot match those of King Wei and King Xuan, who were
able to threaten the state of Han and strenghten the state of
Wei. Their generals are not as intelligent as Tian Dan and

Sima. However, they are planning to ally with the ruined Qi,
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the exhausted Chu, the tired Wei and the unreliable Zhao to
cause trouble for the state of Qin and defeat the state of Han.
I think they are totally wrong. I don’t think they can perform
the tactics of Hezong successfully. Some guests may disagree
with me. Now I am facing a problem. People advocating Xing
and Ming all declare that a white horse is not a horse. A
white horse is indeed a horse. This is the problem I am
worrying about.

“Previously, the troops of Qin attacked Huai and
conquered the people there. The troops of the three states—
Zhao, Qi and Chu came to Huai’s rescue. Zhao She and Bao
Ning were the generals of the allied forces. People all over
the state of Chu joined them. However, they didn’t take any
action to rescue Huai after they arrived there. Nor did they
chase and attack the rear of the troops of Qin when they
retreated. I don’t know whether these three states were for
Huai and against Qin, or for Qin and against Huai? When
Huai was under attack, they didn ’t rescue it. When the
troops of Qin retreated, they didn’t chase and attack them.
Zhao She and Bao Ning were incapable,so the allied forces of
these three states were in trouble. Therefore, they had to
cede land to Qin. Tian Dan had successfully commanded the
elite troops of Qi for fourteen years within the state of Qi.
However, he dare not send his troops to invade Qin or attack
Han. What he did do was just manifesting his power inside
the state of Qi. I cannot find any factors leading to the
success of Hezong anyway. ” Then the king of Qin disarmed

his troops and forbade them to march over the border. Other
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states’ sovereigns felt relieved. The whole world was at

peace. And there had been no war for twenty nine years.

Zhang Yi Advocated Lianheng for Qin

Zhang Yi advocated Lianheng for the state of Qin. He
went to persuade the king of the state of Zhao and said, “The
king of our state sent me here to present his letter to Your
Majesty’s ministers. Your Majesty has united with all other
states in the world to counteract Qin. As a result, Qin has
not dared send its troops from the Hangu Valley for fifteen
years. The power of Your Majesty prevails across all the
areas east of Mount Xiao. Our state has been terrified. We
have maintained our armour, sharpened our weapons,
prepared our chariots and war horses, trained our troops for
riding and shooting, worked hard to grow crops and store
grain, and safeguarded our territory’s borders on all four
sides. We fear your might and worry about the situation.
However, we dare not take military action without due
regard, because we are afraid that Your Majesty might scold
us for our wrong deeds. Recently,through the might of Your
Majesty, our state has conquered Ba and Shu and annexed
Hanzhong in the west. We have taken over the territory of
the Eastern Zhou and the Western Zhou, and ordered Zhou to
transport the Nine Cauldrons westwards to Qin. We have
also occupied the White Horse Ferry. Even though our state
is located distantly, it has been outraged for a long time.

Now our sovereign has some worn armour and blunt
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weapons. He has stationed his troops in Mianchi and would
like to send troops to cross the Yellow River and the
Zhangshui River to occupy Fanwu and confront your troops in
Handan. We’d like to launch the attack on the day of Jia Zi to
follow in the footsteps of King Wu attacking Zhou of the
Shang Dynasty. So our sovereign sent me here to inform the
people around Your Majesty with respect.

“Your Majesty trust Hezong and practice it because you
count on Su Qin ’s tactics. Su Qin planned to delude other
states’ sovereigns and confuse right for wrong in order to
overthrow the state of Qi but failed to do so. As a result, he
was executed by the Chelie Penalty in public by the king of
Qi. Hence, it is crystal-clear that the states of the world
cannot be unified. Now Chu and Qin have become brother
states. Han and Wei have submitted to Qin and pronounced
themselves as Qin ’s dependencies in the east. And Qi has
contributed some land rich in fish and salt to Qin. Thus we
have cut off “the right arm’ of your state. Challenging others
after losing the right arm and being isolated due to losing the
support of all other allied states, isn’t your state in danger?
Qin can send three armies. The first army will blockade
Wudao and we will also tell Qi to dispatch its troops to cross
the Qinghe River and deploy east of the city of Handan. The
second army will be stationed in Chenggao and we will also
order the troops of Han and Wei to deploy in Hewai. The
third army will be stationed in Mianchi. Then we will make
an agreement with the other three states as follows; 4The

troops of our four states will launch concerted military action
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against Zhao. We can conquer Zhao and share its territory. ’
We don’t dare keep this secret, so I am here to inform the
people around you first. I personally think it would be better
if Your Majesty visit the king of Qin in person in Mianchi and
make an agreement with him face to face. Then I will
persuade our sovereign not to send our troops to attack Zhao.
Please make a decision, Your Majesty.

The king of Zhao said, “When our deceased sovereign
was in power, Lord Fengyang was the prime Minister. He
took firm control over the regime, hoodwinked our former
sovereign and handled all the government affairs by himself.
At that time, I was living in the palace but under the
supervision of my tutor and could not take part in making
important plans. Now our former sovereign has passed away.
I am a fledging and have only taken over the regime for a
short time. Personally I do have doubts about the tactics of
Hezong. I don’t think it is not of long-term interest for our
state to practice Hezong blindly and therefore not serve the
state of Qin. I was thinking of changing our minds and ceding
some land to Qin to express our sorry for our previous wrong
conduct. Shortly before I heard your wise instructions, I was
going to have carriages prepared to send my emissaries to visit

your state. So he went with three hundred carriages to

Mianchi to show his obedience to Qin’s king and ceded Hejian

to Qin.

One Day,King Wuling of Zhao Was at Leisure

One day,King Wuling of Zhao was at leisure and Fei Yi
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was accompanying him. Fei Yi said, “Your Majesty, do you
take the ever-changing world situation into serious
consideration, weigh up the tactics, review the past
accomplishments of our deceased sovereigns—Jianzi and
Xiangzi, and conspire for the benefit of the areas of the Hu
and Di peoples?” The king said, “The new sovereign should
never forget the benevolence of the previous sovereigns. This
is a fixed rule for any sovereign. Being concerned with
extending the strong points of their sovereign is the most
important role played by the court officials. Therefore, a wise
and capable sovereign can extend moral education among the
people and facilitate state affairs in peaceful times. And
whenever he takes military action, he should be able to carry
forward the contributions of his predecessors. As for court
officials, they should respect their elder brothers, take care
of the younger ones and be humble towards others before they
start working for the government and become powerful.
After they are employed by the government and appointed to
powerful positions, they should benefit the people and help
their sovereign accomplish great achievements. These are the
duties of the sovereign and court officials. Now I want to
carry forward the achievements of our former sovereign—
Xiangzi, and enlighten the people of the Hu and Di areas.
People all over the world have not yet witnessed such great
conduct. If our enemy is weak, we can casily make more
contributions with less effort. Thus we won ’t need to
exhaust the ordinary people, but will become as meritorious

as our forefathers used to be. Those with extremely
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outstanding contributions are very likely to be rebuked by
mundane people. Those with strong opinions are very likely
to be resented by ordinary people. Now [ am going to wear
the clothes of the Hu people, ask the people to follow me and
teach them riding and shooting, even if the people reproach
me. ”

Fei Yi said, “I heard that if one doubts his undertaking,
he will not succeed. If one doubts his behaviour, he will not
gain a high reputation. Now that you have made up your mind
to enact something unusual, you should overlook the censure
of others. People engaged in studying perfect virtue will not
comply with custom. People able to achieve great success will
not ask ordinary people for instructions. Previously, Shun
performed a dance according to the rite of the Miao people,
and Yu entered the territory of the Luomin people (literally
meaning people not wearing any clothes) with no clothes on.
They didn’t act that way to entertain themselves. They did so
to manifest their virtue and make great contributions to their
kingdoms. Silly people don’t understand accomplished facts.
Wise people can foresee how a situation will develop. You can
do that according to your own will. ” The king said, “It is not
that I doubt the function of the Hu people’s clothes. I am
afraid that people all over the world might deride me. What
makes maniacs happy will make the wise feel sad. What
makes stupid people laugh will make the sensible feel sad. If
there are some people carrying out my orders, the
contribution of wearing the Hu people’s clothes will become

unexpectably great. Although I might be derided by people
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all over the world. 1 will definitely take over the land of the
Hu people and the state of Zhongshan. ”

The king then dressed himself up in the Hu people’s
clothes. He sent Wangsun Xie to inform Childe Cheng as
follows; “I am going to hold court in the Hu people’ s
clothes, and 1 want you,my uncle,to wear the same clothes.
All the members of a family should listen to the patriarch. All
the people of a state should carry out the sovereign’s order.
This is a fixed rule that has come down from ancient times.
Sons shouldn >t act against the father’s will, and court
officials shouldn’t defy the sovereign. This is a fundamental
rule made by our ancient sovereigns. Now [ am going to teach
the people to wear the Hu people’s clothes. If you don’t
wear them, I am afraid that others will controvert my
decision. There are some fixed rules regarding governing a
state, and the most important one should be benefiting the
people. There are some fixed principles regarding
administering a state, and the most valuable one should be
ensuring that the sovereign’s orders are carried out. Hence,
if a sovereign wants to manifest his virtue, he should take the
status of powerless people into serious consideration. If a
sovereign wants to put his state in order, he should make the
powerful people honest and reliable. As to the wearing of the
Hu people’s clothes, it is not that I am going to entertain
myself by doing so. 'I['here is a concrete reason for it and it
will definitely bring great contribution to our state. After my
order is carried out and therefore a great contribution is

made, my virtue will become obvious. However, [ am afraid
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that you might not follow my order but support those who are
against me in this respect. As far as I know, a sovereign can
do anything beneficial to the state. And his reputation won’t
be harmed if he relies on his close relatives. So I want to win
your support to help me successfully promote my plan of
wearing the Hu people’s clothes and reach my goal. That’s
why I have sent Xie here to inform you about it. Please do
wear them. ”

Childe Cheng bowed twice and said, “I indeed heard that
Your Majesty has started to wear the Hu people’s clothes.
However, I have been confined to bed because of illness and
therefore cannot walk quickly, so I didn * t visit you in
advance. Now you have issued the order, therefore I must
show my loyalty. As far as I know, the central part of China
is an area where wise people congregate, various assets
conglomerate, wise and capable people extend their
teachings, principles of benevolence and righteousness are
advocated and practiced, Shijing ( Anthology of Ancient
Poems) ,Shangshu (The Book of the Shang Dynasty), Lz'jz
(The Book on Proprieties) and Yueji (The Book On Music)
are taught, and talented people exhibit their feats. Moreover,
people of the distant areas observe and mimick our customs,
and the minority peoples regard us as paragons. Nonetheless,
you are going to give up all these factors and wear the clothes
of a distant minority people. It is against old instructions, the
traditional way of doing things and the will of the people. In
addition, it also deviates from fixed teachings and our own

custom. Please think it over again.
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The emissary reported Childe Cheng’s words to the king.
The king said, “I knew that my uncle was sick. ” He then
went to Childe Cheng’s home to ask for his instructions in
person. He said, “The purpose of wearing clothes is to make
one feel comfortable. And the purpose of proprieties is to
facilitate some actions. Therefore, in order to benefit both
the people and the state, sages observe the custom of an area
and then design suitable clothes for the people there. They
also study circumstances and then stipulate the rules of
propriety. The Ouyue people are used to wearing long hair
and tattooes, crossing both arms in front of the chest and
fastening the front of their clothes towards the left. The
people of the state of Wu normally dye their front teeth
black, tattoo some patterns on their foreheads, wear catfish-
skin hats and sparsely stitched clothes. Although there are
various clothes and proprieties, their main purpose is to
provide convenience for the people. Hence, different areas
have different clothes and utensils. Various circumstances are
accompanied by various proprieties. Hence, if the people can
be benefited, sages will not standardise their clothes and
utensils. If some affairs can really be facilitated, they will not
unify the rules of propriety. The Confucians all admire the
same master, but they follow diverse rules of proprieties. The
people of the central part of China share the same customs,
but they are influenced by different kinds of moral education.
Not to mention what will happen to people living in mountains
or along wvalleys. Hence, even wise people cannot unify

customs. Even talented and sensible people cannot
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standardise the clothes of people living both far or in the
vicinity. Poor areas usually have strange customs. Heretical
ideas are normally complicated. We shouldn’t doubt things
we are not familiar with. Nor should we attack those who
look strange to us. That’s the right way to pursue justice.
You talked of customs. However, I want to argue how to
dominate custom. As for the territory of our state, we share
the Yellow River and the Luoshui River with the states of Qi
and Zhongshan in the east. However, we are not used to
using boats. From Mount Chang to the areas of Dai and
Shangdang, our state shares borders with Yan and the East
Hu in the east, and is adjacent to Loufan, Qin and Han in the
west. However, we don’t have cavalry and our soldiers are
not used to archery. So I want to make good use of boats and
look for people who are good at swimming to defend the
Yellow River and the Luoshui River. And I also want to wear
the Hu people’s clothes and train our troops to ride and shoot
so that we will be well prepared in case of aggression from
Hu, Loufan, Qin or Han. Previously, our former sovereign
Jianzi didn’t block the road to Jinyang, so it could reach
Shangdang. Our former sovereign Xiangzi annexed the land of
the Rong people and took over Dai to fight back various tribes
of the Hu people. I know these cases very well. Formerly,
the state of Zhongshan encroached on our territory, held our
people captive and released water to submerge the city of Hao
with the help of the powerful Qi. Without the protection of
the souls of our deceased sovereigns, we almost lost control

of this area. Our former sovereign was very angry because of
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that, and we haven’t avenged him. Now [ am ready to change
our clothes, teach our people to ride and shoot, so that we
can safeguard Shangdang in a narrow sense, and avenge the
aggression of Zhongshan in a broad sense. Nonetheless, you
adhere to the customs of the central part of China and thus act
against the will of Jianzi and Xiangzi. You hate the reputation
of changing clothes and therefore leave the severe humiliation
suffered by our state unavenged. You let me down. ” Childe
Cheng bowed to the king twice and said, “I was too unwise to
understand Your Majesty, so I advised you from a very
traditional and conservative point of view. Now I know that
you are going to follow in the footsteps of Jianzi and Xiangzi
and take action arrcording to the will of our deceased
sovereigns. So I will carry out your order. ” He bowed again.
Then the king presented him with a suit of the Hu People.
Zhao Wen went to remonstrate with the king and said,
“It is natural that farmers work hard to support gentlemen. It
is in accordance with the rule of moral education that ordinary
people express their viewpoints and wise people make the
decision. If court officials serve their sovereign with
unrestrained loyalty and the sovereign doesn ’t stop court
officials remonstrating with him in any case, this is a benefit
for the state. Although I am unwise, I will not hold back my
loyalty. ” The king said, “Provident people don’t mind others
disturbing them with their viewpoints, and it is not erroneous
for court officials to serve the sovereign with loyalty. Please
just express what you want to say.” Zhao Wen said,

“Adhering to contemporary custom is a rule handed down
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from ancient times. Making clothes according to some fixed
standards is in accordance with the rules of propricties.
Complying with the law and not breaching any regulations is
the duty of the people. These aforementioned three matters
belong to the moral education advocated by sages of previous
times. Now you are going to give them wup and adopt the
clothes of people from afar. This is against the moral
education and principles of our ancient sovereigns. So I hope
that you think about it carefully. "The king said, “What you
said is very banal. Ordinary people are constrained by custom
and common scholars are fettered by what they have heard.
These two kinds of people can perform their duties and carry
out orders. However, they are not provident and therefore
cannot make important decisions or great innovations. The
Three King Ancestors didn’t force their people to wear the
same clothes, but they unified the world. The Five Lord-
protectors didn’t issue the same policies, but they put the
world in good order. Wise people make rules and ordinary
people comply with them. Sensible and capable people discuss
customs and unwise people follow them. You cannot share
your innermost thoughts with people constrained by
conventions. And it 1is difficult for people adhering to
conservative custom to understand you. Hence, conventions
should be changed according to different situations, and
proprieties should be adjusted according to concrete
situations. That’s the sages’ way of doing things. Carrying
out orders and complying with the law is the duty of ordinary

people. Wise and knowledgeable people will judge what they
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hear correctly. People understanding the <changes of
proprieties will adapt to the ever-changing world. Hence,
those who are engaged in realizing their goals don’t care what
others will say about their wundertakings. Sovereigns in
contemporary times should not blindly adhere to old
traditions. Please don’t mention it again. ”

Zhao Zao went to persuade the king and said, “If a court
official holds back his loyalty when serving the sovereign, he
is treacherous. If a court official takes advantage of the state
to benefit himself, he is a criminal of the state. Treacherous
court officials should be sentenced to death. The clans of the
criminals of the state should be exterminated. These
aforementioned two cases are the worst conduct of court
officials and would be openly punished by ancient sovereigns.
Although I am unwise, I won’t hesitate to serve you loyally
and devotedly even though I might offend you and therefore
be sentenced to death. ” The king said, “Those who express
their minds without holding anything back are loyal court
officials. The sovereign who doesn >t stop court officials
remonstrating with him in any case is wise. Loyal court
officials won’t sidestep any danger, and a wise sovereign
won’t prevent others from remonstrating with him. Please
tell me your points of view openly. ”

Zhao Zao said, “As far as I know, sages would edify the
people without forcing them to adopt different customs, and
wise people can successfully govern the people without
changing any conventions. Sovereigns governing the people

according to conventions can achieve great success without
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exerting much effort. Those who administer the people
according to custom can easily accomplish achievements. Now
you are going to overlook our custom and adopt the clothes of
the Hu people. This is not the right way to edify the people
and adhere to the rules of propriety. In addition, people
wearing strange clothes are normally immoderate, and alien
conventions often make people confused. Therefore, a
sovereign governing a state should not adopt strange clothes
and the people of the central part of China should not imitate
the conduct of minority peoples, because that is not the right
way to edify the people and adhere to the rules of proprieties.
Besides, it is always right to comply with regulations and the
rules of propriety. 1 hope that you can think about it
carefully. ”

The king said, “The contemporary situation is different
from that of ancient times. Why should we comply with the
old regulations? Kings and Dis of ancient times didn’t issue
the same policies. Why should we maintain the old rules of
propriety? Fu Xi and Shen Nong only edified their people and
abolished the death penalty. The Yellow Emperor, Yao and
Shun didn ’t abolish the death penalty but they would not
exterminate the criminals’ clans. When it came to the time of
the Three King Ancestors, they made regulations according
to the ever-changing situation and stipulated all the rules of
propriety according to concrete situations. So all regulations
and orders were issued suitably. All clothes and utensils were
practical. Hence, there is no fixed rule of governing the

state. Nor should we adopt old ways of benefiting and
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strengthening the state. When sages rise, they can unify the
world without adopting the regulations of ancient times. The
Xia and Shang dynasties did maintain the old rules of
propriety. Nonetheless, they both were overthrown. Hence,
it is not reproachable to act against old regulations. Nor is it
praiseworthy to comply with the rules of propriety blindly.
Suppose people wearing strange clothes were always cyprian,
there wouldn’t have been any strange behaviour in the states
of Zou and Lu. Suppose alien conventions always made people
confused, there wouldn’t have been any outstanding people in
the states of Wu and Yue. Hence, sages dress to protect their
bodies, spread moral education to facilitate their
undertakings, and stipulate rules of propriety to show people
how to behave. The standards of clothes are drafted to help
govern the people, so they should not be used to judge the
level of people’s wisdom. Therefore, sages can accept custom
and conventions, and sensible people can adapt to the ever-
changing situation. There is a saying: ‘Whoever drives a
carriage exactly according to the instructions written in a
driving monograph will be likely to act against the inborn
nature of the horse. Whoever governs the contemporary
world according to the old regulations will not understand the
ever-changing situation. > Hence, complying with the old law
is not enough to accomplish outstanding achievements.
Adopting old principles 1is not enough to govern the

contemporary world. Please don’t act against my will. ”
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The King Appointed Zhou Shao to be Grand Tutor

The king of the state of Zhao appointed Zhou Shao to he
Grand Tutor to educate his princes. He said, “When I was
inspecting the towns and counties, I passed by Fanwu. At
that time, you were a child. All the officials there praised
your filial piety. So I sent you a jade as a reward. 1 also
provided you with some wine and food and asked to see you
personally. However, you said that you were sick and refused
to see me. Somebody told you that if a son serves his father
dutifully, he must also be a loyal court official of his
sovereign. Hence, because of your wisdom and intelligence, I
think you are astute enough to give others instructions,
distinguished enough to help others in trouble, loyal enough
to express your thoughts directly, and honest enough to be
appointed to carry out important tasks. It is said in a poem,
‘Overcoming difficulties with valour and putting a state in
order with wisdom are the right ways of doing things. A
Grand Tutor should be appointed according to his own
conduct, and teaching youths should rely on knowledge. This
is in accordance with the principles of righteousness. By
complying with the right way of doing things, there won’t be
any problem although every undertaking might not result in
success. By adhering to the rules of righteousness, there
won’t be any trouble although one might be powerless. ’ So,
I want you to educate the princes in the clothes of the Hu

people.
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Zhou Shao said, “Your Majesty, I am afraid that you
might have chosen the wrong person. As an ordinary man, |1
dare not accept such an important task. ” The king said, “No
one can know a young man better than his own father does.

Nor can anyone know a court official better than his own

sovereign does. I am your sovereign. ” Zhou Shao said, “A
Grand Tutor should meet six requirements. ” The king asked,
“What are these six requirements?” Zhou Shao said, “ He

should be wise enough to keep calm himself at all times and
able to understand ever-changing situations. He should
behave clemently, benevolently and adhere to the rules of
propriety. He cannot be overawed by power and authority.
Nor can he be lured with huge profit. He should be
committed to educating his students and also live moderately
himself. He should be amiable to his students and not
consider himself superior to them. These six factors are the
required qualities of a Grand Tutor. However, 1don’t meet
even one of them. Not telling the truth is the sin of court
official. Taking orders ©blindly, not performing duties
responsibly and thus worrying officers in charge is shameful
conduct. Your Majesty, please select another person for this
task. ”

The king said, “Since you know these six requirements,
you must be the right person for this task. ” Zhou Shao said,
“The people of our state don’t understand the meaning of
wearing the clothes of the Hu people. Although this is the
case, I am Your Majesty’s court official, and you have issued

me this important order. How dare I refuse to take it?” He
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bowed twice to the king, and accepted the clothes of the Hu
people bestowed by the king.

The king said, “I entrust you with the education of the
princes. I hope that you can take good care of them and don’t
mistreat them. Please show them how to adhere to the rules
of righteousness and make sure that you don’t turn them into
bookworms. A person serving his sovereign should act
according to the will of the sovereign. A person serving an
old man should magnify his master s strong points and not
neglect his orphans (after his master’s death). Hence, it is
good luck for a state if it has dutiful court officials who can
always carry out orders. If you act the same way to serve me,
that’s the best you can do for me. It is said in Shangshu-.
‘Don ’ t hesitate in ridding yourself of evil people and
employing the worthy. * I will appoint you to be Grand Tutor
and won ’ t allocate this task to anyone else. ” Then he
bestowed upon Zhou Shao the clothes, hat, belt and golden
buttons of the Hu people and appointed him to be Grand

Tutor of the princes.

Zhao Yan Delayed Wearing the Hu People’s Clothes

Zhao Yan delayed wearing the Hu people’s clothes. The
king of the state of Zhao sent a messenger to admonish him as
follows: “A person working for his sovereign should serve
him heart and soul. He should remonstrate with the
sovereign privately, never loudly and openly. He shouldn’t

s

complain when answering the sovereign > s question. He
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shouldn’t act against the sovereign’s will to show off, or
take action secretly to gain a high reputation for himself. A
son should comply with the will of his father and never act
against it. A court official should behave humbly and never
vie with others for wealth or fame. If a son acts according to
his own will, the family will be disorganized. If court officials
act according to their own wills, the state will be in danger.
If a son acts against the will of his parents, even a kind father
won’t accpet him as son. If a person goes his own way, even
a benevolent sovereign won’t employ him as court official. I
ordered you to wear the clothes of the Hu people. You are
the only one who refuses to wear these clothes. Nothing
could be more sinful than not following the sovereign ’ s
order. If you regard taking orders as a burden and consider
acting against the sovereign’s will as correct, nothing could
be more selfish. So, I am afraid that you may be sentenced to
death according to our regulations. ” Zhao Yan bowed twice,
knelt down and appologized, “A few days ago, I received the
order to wear the clothes of the Hu People. I have delayed
taking this order. You not only didn’t punish me for that,
but condescended yourself to give me instructions. That is
very kind of you to do so. I will carry out your orders and

dress with respect according to the rules regarding clothes.

The King of Zhao Occupied Yuanyang

The king of the state of Zhao occupied the city of

Yuanyang and turned it into an area for training cavalry and
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archers. Niu Zan remonstrated with the king and said» “A
state has perpetual regulations and the military forces should
be commanded according to fixed rules. If you don’t adhere
to these regulations, the state will become disorderly. If you
overlook these rules, the military forces will be weakened.
Now Your Majesty has occupied Yuanyang and turned it into
an area for training cavalry and archers. This is simply acting
against old regulations and overlooking fixed rules.
Moreover, armies familiar with the deployment of enemy
troops can defeat them easily. Officers and men used to
complicated weapons can operate them effectively. Now our
people have been used to the weapons we now have but you
are going to change them. Thus you will damage yourself and
weaken our state. So, one shouldn’t change conventions
unless the change can produce one hundred times more profit.
One shouldn’t change utensils unless the changed ones can
make ten times bigger contribution. Now you are going to
disband our infantry in favour of cavalry and archers. I am
afraid that the change might not be a remedy for the losses we
will suffer. ”

The king said, “The benefit of contemporary time is
different from that of ancient times. Utensils of our state are
different from those used by people living in remote regions.
Yin and Yang comply with different rules. The four seasons
are not the same. Hence, wise people make good use of the
situation but they themselves won 't be manipulated by the
situation. They take control of weapons but they themselves

won’t be controlled by weapons. You know the official
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regulations, but don’t know the advantages of other utensils.
You know the use of weapons and armour, hut don’t know
the rules of Yin and Yang. Hence, if some weapons are
unpractical, why shouldn’t they be replaced? If some
conventions cannot facilitate our undertakings, why
shouldn’t they be changed? Previously, the territory of our
departed sovereign— Xiangzi was adjacent to the area of Dai.
In order to manifest his achievements to later generations,
Xiangzi had a city built on the border whose gate was called
4Gate of Endlessness’. When wearing heavy armour and
carrying long weapons, it is not possible to traverse some
dangerous places. We cannot make the Hu people submit to
us simply by extending the virtues and principles of
benevolence and righteousness. I heard that an honest person
will not miss the chance to make great contributions to his
state, and a wise person will grasp every opportunity. Now
you are about to disarrange my undertaking with those official
regulations. You don’t know anything at all. ”

Niu Zan bowed twice to the king, knelt down in front of
him and said, “I dare not refuse to take your orders!” Then
he dressed in the clothes of the Hu people and led the cavalry
into the territory of the Hu people. After marching through
the pass of Ting, the strong fortification of Jiuyuan, and
marching through the strategic passe of Jingxing, they
arrived in Yuzhong and seized about one thousand square Li of

King Huiwen of Zhao Had Been in Power for Thirty Years

Thirty years after King Huiwen of the state of Zhao came
into power, Tian Dan, the then prime minister of Zhao,
otherwise known as Lord Duping, said to Zhao She, “It is not
that I don’t appreciate your tactics. The only thing I cannot
admire you for is that you are commanding an oversize army.
If too many people have been enlisted, there will not be
enough people working in the fields any more. It will also be
impossible to produce enough rations for our troops. This
will simply cause self-damage. [ wouldn ’t act this way. 1
heard that Dis and Kings used to command no more than
thirty thousand soldiers, and people all over the world
submitted to their authority. Now you constantly command
one hundred thousand soldiers, or even two hundred
thousand soldiers. That’s why I cannot admire you. ”

Lord Mafu (referring to Zhao She) said, “Not only do
you know nothing about tactics, but you are also not clear
about the current situation. As for the best swords made in
Wu and Gan,if you test them on flesh, they can cut cows and
horses into pieces. If you test them against metal, they can
slice plates and basins. However, if you lean a sword against
a post and beat it, it will break into three parts. If you put a

sword horizontally on a stone and beat it, it will break into
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hundreds of pieces. Now if we command thirty thousand
soldiers to confront the troops of a powerful enemy state, it is
similar to leaning a sword against a post or putting it on a
stone and beating it. It is very difficult to obtain such
swords. If the blade is not strong enough, the sword cannot
stab into things. If the cutting-edge is not thin enough, the
sword cannot slice things. If a sword has both a suitable
blade and the correct cutting-edge but has no daisy chain,
handle and the protruding part of the handle, when you try to
stab an object, you will cut off your own hand before you
reach the target. Instead of having more than one hundred or
two hundred thousand soldiers, if you only command an army
of thirty thousand soldiers, how can you attain your goal? In
addition, in ancient times, the whole world was divided into
about ten thousand states. The protective wall of the biggest
city at that time was no longer than three hundred zhang and
the city had no more than three thousand families. Wasn’t it
casy to defeat such a city with thirty thousand soldiers? Now
on the territory of those ten thousand ancient states, seven
powerful states have come into being. If you want to conquer
one of them, you need to concentrate hundreds of thousands
of soldiers to launch attacks on it, and that takes years. You
had witnessed this when you were still in the state of Qi. Qi
sent two hundred thousand soldiers to attack the state of
Chu, and the war was not finished until five years later. The
state of Zhao dispatched two hundred thousand soldiers to
invade the state of Zhongshan, and the troops didn’t return

to Zhao until five years later. Now the state of Qi and the
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state of Han can match each other in terms of might. If the
troops of these two states engage in a war, does anybody dare
declare that he can rescue one side with thirty thousand
soldiers? Nowadays,cities with protective walls as long as one
thousand zhang and with ten thousand families can be found
everywhere. If thirty thousand soldiers are ordered to besiege
such a big city, they can barely block off one corner. And
they are also not enough for field operations. What goal can
you attain with that number of soldiers then?” Lord Duping

groaned and said, “l am not as capable as you are. ”

Zhao Sent Qiu Hao to Qin

The state of Zhao sent Qiu Hao to the state of Qin to ask
Qin’s king to appoint Wei Ran as prime minister of Qin.
Song Tu had a talk with Qiu Hao and said, “If the state of
Qin doesn’t take your advice, Lou Huan (referring to the
then prime minister of the state of Qin) will definitely be very
bitter tow;ards you. You’d better secretly tell Lou Huan,
‘For your sake,I won’t push the king of Qin to appoint Wei
Ran to be the new prime minister. ° When the king of Qin
realizes that the state of Zhao won’t coerce him into assigning
Wei Ran as the new prime minister urgently, he will be likely
to ignore your suggestion.

The state of Zhao wanted to re-establish the state of Yan.

If I say you should give
Qin those cities, I fear that you might think that I am doing
so for the sake of the state of Qin. So I dare not reply to this

question. But if [ were you, I would cede the cities to Qin.
The king said, “I see. ”

When Yu Qing heard of this, he entered the palace to see
the king. The king repeated what Lou Huan had said to him.
Yu Qing said, “ This is nothing but sophism. ” After the
troops of Qin besieging the city of Handan retreated, the king

of Zhao went to Qin to pay homage to the king of Qin. He
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also sent Zhao Hao to cede six cities to Qin to make peace
with it. The king said, “What do you mean?” Yu Qing said,

If he really knows
what Qin cannot do, you won’t give it the smallest piece of
land. If the troops of Qin come to attack you next year,
won’t you be forced to cede some of the inland regions to
make peace with them?” The king said, “If I really take your
advice to cede these cities to Qin, are you sure that the troops
of Qin won’t invade us again next year?” Lou Huan said, “I
cannot assure you of that.

The king told Yu Qing this viewpoint of Lou Huan, and
Yu Qing said, “Lou Huan said that we shouldn’t make peace
with Qin at the cost of those six cities. If the troops of Qin
invade us again next year, how can we avoid ceding inland
regions to Qin if we present it with these cities now?
Although we make peace with Qin now, Lou Huan cannot
ensure that the troops of Qin not attack us next year. If we
cede these cities to Qin, where’s the benefit for doing that? If
it attack us again next year, in order to make peace with it,
we still need to cede it land that it cannot seize itself. This is
the path leading to defeat. W e’d better not make peace with
it. Although Qin is clever at warfare, it cannot seize these six
cities itself. Although Zhao is not strong in defence, at least
it can secure these six cities. The troops of Qin retreated due
to tiredness. Their officers and men must be exhausted. If we
cede five cities to other states of the world to ally with them
to attack the exhausted Qin, the land we cede to other states
can be reimbursed from the state of Qin. Our state will also

benefit from that. Isn’t it better than ceding territory to Qin
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to weaken our own state and strengthen Qin at the same
time? Lou Huan just said, *The reason why Qin is friendly
with Han and Wei but focuses on attacking Zhao lies in the
fact that Your Majesty hasn't served the king of Qin so well
as the sovereigns of Han and Wei have. > He is asking you to
cede six cities to Qin every year. Therefore, we will lose all
our territory for nothing. If Qin demands more territory from
us next year, will you still agree? If you won’t, not only will
our previous efforts be in vain, but we will also encourage
Qin’s aggression against us. If you do agree, we will no
longer have any land to cede. A saying states, 4A powerful
state is clever at attacking other states. A weak state is
unable to defend itself. * Now if we follow Qin’s orders, Qin
can gain more territory without using its military forces.
Thus Qin will be strengthened, and Zhao will be weakened.
It is simply ceding land to the powerful Qin to make it more
powerful and make the weak Zhao even weaker. Of course
Qin won’t stop conspiring against us. In addition, Qin is as
covetous and brutal as wolf and tiger. It doesn’t adhere to
the principles of propriety and righteousnes at all. Its cupidity
is boundless, but Your Majesty’s .territory 1is limited.
Meeting Qin’s boundless greed with our limited territory will
definitely lead to the destroy of the state of Zhao. So I said
that this is the sophism of Lou Huan. Your Majesty, please
make sure that you not take his advice. ” The king said, “I
agree with you. ”

After Lou Huan heard this, he went to the palace to see

the king. The king then told him about Yu Qing’s viewpoint.
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Lou Huan said, “That’s wrong. Yu Qing knows a part of the
thing, but ignores the whole. When Qin and Zhao engage
each other, all the states in the world will become very glad.
Why? Well, they’ll say, “We are going to take the side of the
powerful state to override the weak. > Now the troops of Qin
have triumphed over those of Zhao. All states wishing to
congratulate the winner will take the side of Qin. Hence,
you’d better cede land to Qin immediately to beguile other
states and appease the state of Qin. Otherwise, other states
in the world will take advantage of Qin’s fury towards Zhao
and Zhao’s exhaustion, and annex your territory. If this is
the case, Zhao will be ruined. How can you conspire against
Qin? Please make up your mind and don’t hesitate to cede
these areas to Qin. ”

When Yu Qing heard of this, he went to the palace to see
the king again and said, “Lou Huan will put our state under
severe threat. Our troops have been defeated by those of Qin,
and we are about to cede land to make peace with Qin. As a
result, other states in the world will become more confused.
So will we really appease Qin by doing so? Aren 't we
showing our weakness to other states by this action?
Moreover, I said that we shouldn’t cede these areas to Qin. I
didn’t only mean not ceding Qin the land. Qin demands six
cities from you. But you can bribe the state of Qi with five
cities.

anything. Xin Yuanyan said, “I think that everyone here in
this besieged city wants to ask Lord Pingyuan for a favour or
help. However, judging from your appearance, it is unlikely
that you are also here to ask the lord for help. Why have you
stayed here for such a long time with no plan to leave?” Lu
Zhonglian said, “Most people think that Bao Jiao died because
he was too narrow-minded.

They could not take refuge in the state of Lu, so
they traversed the state of Zou to go to Xue. At that time,
the sovereign of Zou had just died. King Min wanted to
condole the family of the deceased sovereign. Yi Weizi told
the crown prince of Zou, 4Now the Son of Heaven will come
to show his sympathy to you. Therefore, you should
rearrange the coffin’s position, shifting it from the south to
the north, so that the Son of Heaven can condole you people
towards the south. > All the court officials of the state of Zou
said, ‘We are going to commit suicide together if we are
forced to do this. > Accordingly,they didn’t dare enter Zou’s
territory.

Nonetheless, King Zhou of the Shang Dynasty was finally
beheaded and his head was hung on the top of a big white
flag. This was attributed to the contribution of King Wu.
Now you cannot match Marquis Wenxin in terms of power,
but you condemn him for being discourteous. [ personally

The state of Qi was about to attack the state of Song, so
the state of Qin sent Qi Gu to stop it.

You also
ceded the regions of Yincheng and Genic to Zhao as barriers
against aggression. 'However, Zhao hasn’t done anything for
you.

The state of Zhao was about to make
peace with Qin. Chu, Wei and Han also agreed. The state of
Qi disagreed. Su Qin had a talk with the king of Qi and said,
"I have already seen Lord Fengyang on your behalf. 1 told
Lord Fengyang, 4If the alliance built by those states of the
world disbands, these states will all turn to establishing good
relations with the state of Qin. Qin will occupy the state of
Song, and Wei Ran will be jeaous of you due to your fief in

Yin. The king of Qin is covetous, and Wei Ran is jealous, so
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you certainly won ’t be able to maintain the area of Yin. If
you don’t make peace with Qin, Qi will definitely attack
Song. If the troops of Qi attack Song, the state of Chu as
well as the state of Wei will definitely attack Song, and both
the state of Yan and the state of Zhao will assist them. If
these five states occupy Song, they will be able to obtain Yin
within one or two months. If they make peace with Qin after
obtaining Yin,even though Qin might cause some problems,
you will be free from trouble. If there is no other choice and
you are forced to make peace with Qin, I hope that these five
states will build a firm alliance again. If they want to win over
your state, you can push your great plans and unite with the
high-ranking officials of the state of Han to encourage the
king of the state of Qi in the east. Then he won’t call Min
back. You can let me supervise the enforcement of the
agreement signed by these states. If any one of them dares
breach the agreement, the other four states will attack it
together. If none of them breaches the agreement, no matter
which state is invaded by the state of Qin, these five states
will build a fierce force to confront Qin. Now Han, Wei and
Qi are mistrustful of one another. If they make peace with Qin
instead of being firmly allied, I am afraid that these allied
states will be in severe chaos. If Qi and Qin don’t unite with
each other, one of them will outdo the other.

And none of them is
advantageous to the state of Zhao. If these states vie with
each other to win over Qin, Qin might establish ties with the
coastal state— Qi, unite with those once turned against it and
so take control of the central part of China to gain advantage
from Han, Zhao and Wei. This could be one of Qin’s
actions. If Qin takes this action, it is disadvantageous to the
state of Zhao. Moreover, you won’t be able to gain Yin.
This is the first possibility of your losing Yin. If all the states
of the world vie with each other to win over Qin, the king of
Qin might arrange for Han Min to go back to the state of Qi,
let Lord Chengyang enter the state of Wei, and appoint Wei
Huai to be prime minister of the state of Wei. He might also
unite with those states that support him. Thus people like
Wang Ben and Han Tuo would be drawn to him and take his
orders. This could be one of Qin’s actions. If Qin takes this
action, it is disadvantageous to the state of Zhao. Moreover,
you won’t be able to gain Yin. This is the second possibility
of your losing Yin. If all the states of the world vie with each
other to win over Qin, the king of Qin might become close to
Qi and Zhao. Thus these three powerful states might unite
with each other to coerce Wei into giving up Anyi. This could
be one of Qin’s actions. If Qin takes this action, Qi and Zhao
will join it. Thus Wei will give up Anyi to enlarge Qin even
before Qin declares war. After Qin gains the fertile land of

Anyi and establishes good relations with the state of Wei, the
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king of the state of Han will go to Qin’s court to pay
homage. Thus Qin can threaten Zhao with Anyi. This could
be one of Qin’ s actions. If Qin takes this action, it is
disadvantageous to the state of Zhao. Moreover, you won’t
be able to gain Yin. This is the third possibility of your losing
Yin. If all the states in the world vie with each other to win
over Qin, Qin might build an firm alliance with the state of
Yan and the state of Zhao to attack the state of Qi and take
over the state of Chu. Qin might also unite with the state of
Han to attack the state of Wei. This could be one of Qin’s
actions. If Qin takes this action, Yan and Zhao will join it in
military action. If the troops of Yan and Zhao attack Qi,
shortly after the fighting begins, the troops of Qin will take
occasion to invade Chu and attack Wei. As a result, the state
of Wei will be destroyed within one or two months. Qin will
seize Anyi and block Ntiji. Thus Taiyuan of the state of Han
will be cut off.

This is the fourth possibility of your losing
Yin. If all the states of the world vie with each other to win
over Qin, Qin might build a firm alliance with Han, Zhao and
Wei to attack Qi. Thus the state of Zhao will become
exhausted as well as use up its money. Moreover, its troops

would be sent to the east to attack Qi. Then Qin might send
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troops to attack Wei to seize Anyi. This could be one of Qin’s
actions. If Qin takes this action and you want to rescue Wei,
you will have to send those troops who have already been
exhausted from attacking Qi to reinforce Wei and fight Qin.
If you don’t rescue Wei, how can you prevent Han and Wei
from uniting with Qin in the west? Thus your state will come
under the control of the state of Qin. Moreover, you won’t
be able to gain Yin during your lifetime. This is the fifth
possibility of your losing Yin. If all the states of the world vie
with each other to win over Qin, Qin might pretend to uphold
righteousness and therefore focus on re-establishing the
ruined states, consolidating the threatened ones or supporting
the weak ones, and safeguarding the innocent sovereigns.

This is the sixth possibility of your losing
Yin. So I sugguest that you make sure that you don’t make
peace with Qin. So you can definitely gain the area of Yin. ~’
Lord Fengyang said, 6Very good. * Then he refused to make
peace with Qin. He united with Qi and Wei and occupied the

minister of the state of Wei. I offended the state of Zhao for
the sake of our state. If there is no capable high-ranking court
official in our state» we cannot maintain the land we have
gained from other state. However, the only one that can
defend the state of Wei is you. After His Majesty kills me as
demanded by the state of Zhao, the powerful Qin will follow
in Zhao’s footsteps to offer twice as much land to us (to trade
for your life). How can you prevent it? This is also a severe
threat to you. ” Lord Xinling said, “I see. ” He then urgently

asked the king of Wei to release Fan Zuo.

Yan Entitled Rong Fen from Song as Lord Gaoyang

The state of Yan entitled Rong Fen,a man from the state
of Song,as Lord Gaoyang and then ordered him to lead troops
to attack the state of Zhao.

Nothing could be clearer. ” Under Lord
Anping’s leadership, Zhao occupied three cities. But none of
these cities’ protective walls was more than one hundred z#ii
in length.

Three States Attacked Qin and Zhao Attacked Zhongshan

Three states— Wei I , Qi and Han launched a concerted
attack on the state of Qin.

River and the Luoshui River used to flow across its southern
part. Despite these strategic places, Jie did not manage
government affairs successfully. So Tang attacked him. As
for the kingdom of Zhou of the Shang Dynasty, it had Mount
Mengmen on the left side, the Zhangshui River and the
Fushui River on the right side. The Yellow River flew across
it in the south, and Mount Taihang was in the north.
Although based on such strategic places, Zhou could not
manage government affairs successfully. So King Wu
attacked him. Besides, Your Majesty has joined me in
attacking and occupying some enemy towns and cities in
person. It is not that their protective walls were not tall
enough, or that they didn’t have enough people to defend
them. We annexed them because they didn’t follow the right
policies. From this point of view, how can you rely on
strategic places exclusively in order to unify the world and
become King,or establish one of the most powerful states and
become Lord-protector?” Marquis Wu said, "Very good! I
haven’t heard the words of a sage till today! I am going to

appoint you to administer the area of Xihe. ”

Gongshu Cuo Served as Commander-in-Chief of Wei

Gongshu Cuo of the state of Wei served a® Commander-
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in-Chief to confront the combined forces of Han and Zhao on
the northern bank of the Huishui River and captured Yue
Zuo. The king of Wei was very happy about it, so he went to
the suburbs of the capital to welcome Gongshu Cuo in
person, and rewarded him with one million mu of land.
Facing the marquis, Gongshu Cuo quickly walked a few steps
backwards, bowed twice towards him, rejected the reward
and said, “Holding officers and men together, encouraging
them to be of one mind, and confronting the enemies without
showing any sign of fear are instructions that come down from
Wu Qi. I didn’t invent them myself. As to observing the
conditions of dangerous places, using correct strategies, and
giving clear signals and orders to officers and men of all the
armies, [ learned these skills from the tactics of Ba Ning and
Cuan Xiang. Stipulating the regulations of dispensing rewards
and punishments in advance and so making people follow
them later should be a wise law of Your Majesty. The one
who took occasion to launch constant attacks against the
enemy troops was I. If Your Majesty reward me because I
have always kept busy confronting our enemies, that’s all
right. However, if you consider me as having made great
contributions, I am not meritorious in this regard. ” The king
said, “Very good. ” Then he looked for the offsping of Wu Qi
and rewarded them with two hundred thousand mu of land.
He also rewarded the offspring of Ba Ning and Cuan Xiang
with one hundred thousand mu of land respectively.

The king said, “Isn’t Gongshu a respectable person?

After he defeated my formidable enemies, he didn’t forget
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the offspring of worthy people or cover up the contributions
of capable scholars. Shouldn >t I bestow more land upon
him?” Then he conferred another four hundred thousand mu
of land on Gongshu Cuo. The one million mu he had already
obtained being added, he was rewarded one million four
hundred thousand mu. So, it is said in Laozi,“Sages don’t
accumulate wealth for themselves. They distribute it to
others, and therefore, they become even wealthier. After
they present their possessions to others, more will be

conferred on them. Gongshu Cuo’s act attests to this

statement.

Gongshu Cuo of Wei Was Sick

Gongshu Cuo of the state of Wei was sick and King Hui
went to condole him on his illness. The king said, “Now you
are sick. If we are unfortunate that we lose you, how can I
govern the state?” Gongshu Cuo replied, "I have a personal
officer whose name is Gongsun Yang. I hope that Your
Majesty can take his advice in handling government affairs. If
you don’t listen to his opinions, please make sure that he not
leave for another state. ” The king didn’t agree to do that.
He went out and told the people around him, “How tragic it
is! As wise and capable as Gongshu Cuo is, how could he ask
me to take Gongsun Yang's advice in managing all the
government affairs? Isn’t he muddle-headed?”

Then Gongshu Cuo died, and Gongsun Yang heard about

this story. After Gongshu Cuo was buried, he went to the
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west to the state of Qin. King Xiao of Qin accepted him and
appointed him to govern the state. The state of Qin became
stronger and stronger. On the other hand, the state of Wei
became weaker and weaker. Hence, Gongshu Cuo was not
muddle-headed, but King Hui himself was muddle-headed.
The problem of muddle-headed people is that they always

regard wise people as muddle-headed.

On Behalf of Zhao, Su Qin Persuaded Wei’s King to Join

Hezong

Su Qin advocated Hezong on behalf of the state of Zhao.
He went to persuade the king of the state of Wei and said,
“Regarding the territory of Your Majesty, you have
Honggou, Chen, Runan, Xu, Yan, Kunyang, Shaoling,
Wuyang and Xinqi in the south, and the Huaihe River, the
Yingshui River, the Yishui River, Huang, Zhuzao, Haiyan
and Wushu in the east. You have the Great Wall as a border
in the west and own Hewai, Juan, Yan, Yan and Suanzao in
the north. Altogether your territory is about one thousand
square Li. Nominally it is a small state, but there are arable
fields and houses everywhere. However, there is no
grassland to raise cows and horses. It has numerous people, a
lot of horses and carriages, and they travel on the road day
and night. The number of its huge population almost matches
the total number of the officers and men of its three armies of
our state. Personally I estimate the state of Your Majesty can

match the state of Chu in strength. However, people
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advocating Lian Heng are making plans for Your Majesty and
suggest and you unite with the strong, powerful and covetous
Qin and support it to encroach on other states of the world.
This will finally lead to aggression launched by the state of
Qin. But these people won’t shoulder the severe
responsibility with you in any case. With the strength of the
powerful Qin, they coerce the sovereigns of their states into
doing things according to their will. Nothing can be more
sinful. Wei is a powerful state. And Your Majesty is a wise
and capable sovereign of the world. Nonetheless, you are
intending to go to the west to submit to Qin ’s authority,
declare your state to be its eastern dependency, build a
Xanadu for Qin’s king in your state, accept the robe and hat
awarded by Qin’s king and present him with offerings at
ceremonies held both in spring and in autumn. I personally
feel very sorry for Your Majesty.

“I heard that Gou Jian, the king of the state of Yue, led
three thousand soldiers to attack the state of Wu and held Fu
Chai, the king of Wu, in Gansui. King Wu of the Zhou
Dynasty led three thousand soldiers and three hundred
chariots to attack Zhou and killed him in Muye. They didn’t
have numerous soldiers, but the morale of their officers and
men was really very high,so their troops were formidable and
invincible. Privately I have heard about the military force of
Your Majesty and know that you have more than two hundred
thousand warriors,two hundred thousand troops whose heads
are bound with black scarves, two hundred thousand brave

soldiers and one hundred thousand men serving as batmen.
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You also have six hundred chariots and five thousand war
horses. Your military force is much more formidable than
that of both Gou Jian, the king of Yue, and King Wu of the
Zhou Dynasty. However, recently you have been confused by
some evil court officialsl opinions and therefore are ready to
submit to Qin’s authority. If you submit to Qin’s authority,
you will have to cede some land and present some treasures to
Qin. Thus your state will be weakened without using the
troops. Those court officials who suggest submitting to Qin
are all evil court officials and are not loyal to you at all. As
court officials of your state, in order to establish private
relationship with other states, they are engaged in ceding
some of your territory to foreign states, enjoying short-term
profit but overlooking the aftermath, and taking advantage of
your state to benefit themselves. With the strength of the
powerful Qin, they coerce their sovereign into ceding some
land. I hope Your Majesty examine this.

“It is said in Zhoushu, ‘Vines are very slim and long.
They twist together. How can they be eradicated? If a small
seedling is not uprooted, it can grow and be made into an axe
handle. > If you don’t make a decision in advance, you will
get into severe trouble later on. How can you deal with it
then? If you really take my advice, the Six States can be
unified and make a concerted effort to confront the state of
Qin. Thus we can prevent the aggression of the powerful
Qin. Hence, the king of our small state has sent me here to
set forth my viewpoints and present you our unambiguous

agreement. We look forward to taking orders from Your
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Majesty. ” The king of Wei said, “I am unworthy and haven’
t heard wise instructions before. Now that you have shown
me the wise instructions of Zhao’s king, I will lead my state

to follow you.

Zhang Yi Persuaded Wei’s King to Join Lianheng for the

Sake of Qin

Zhang Yi advocated Lianheng for the state of Qin. He
went to consult with Wei’s king and said, “The territory of
Wei is less than a thousand square Li and it has less than three
hundred thousand soldiers. The territory is even on all four
sides. There are roads extending in all directions that reach
other states. But there are no natural strategic obstacles such
as dangerous mountains or deep rivers. The distance between
the state of Zheng and our state is no more than one hundred
Li, and that between the state of Chen and our state is only a
little more than two hundred Li Advancing on horseback or
on foot, people from these two states can easily reach Wei
even before they get tired. Wei is adjacent to the state of Chu
in the south, to Han in the west,to Zhao in the north and to
Qi in the east. You need to deploy troops to safeguard the
borders on all four sides. There are around one hundred
thousand granaries along the <canals wused to transport
provender. The geographical situation of Wei is nothing but a
natural battleground. If Wei unites with Chu in the south and
ignores Qi, Qi will attack it from the east. If Wei unites with

Qi in the east and ignores Zhao, Zhao will attack it from the
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north. If Wei doesn’t consort with Han, Han will attack it
from the west. If Wei doesn’t hobnob with Chu, Chu will
attack it from the south. These are policies that will lead to
the disintegration of the state.

"Regarding other states’ sovereigns’ purpose of joining
Hezong, they all want to safeguard their states, consolidate
their power, strengthen their armies and gain a high
reputation. People advocating Hezong want to unite with all
the states of the world as brother states. They often kill a
white horse during a blood sacrifice and make an agreement to
solidify their confidence on the bank of the Huanshui River.
Even brothers horn to the same parents will vie with each
other for lucre,not to mention those relying on the scheme of
the deceitful, double-dealing and capricious Su Qin to pratice
Hezong. Obviously they will fail. If you don’t consort with
Qin, Qin will dispatch its troops to attack Hewai, occupy
Juan, Yan, Yan, Suanzao, and coerce Wei into giving up
Yangjin. Thus Zhao cannot send troops southwards to help
you. If Zhao’s troops cannot march southwards, Wei cannot
ask the northern states for help. As a result, the path of
Hezong will be cut off and therefore, it is inevitable that the
state of Your Majesty will be in danger. If Qin coerces Han
into attacking Wei, because of the threat from the powerful
Qin, Han will dare not refuse to take its order. Thus Qin and
Han will launch concerted military action against Wei, and
therefore Wei will be defeated in no time. That’ s why I
worry for you. For your sake, nothing could be better than

submitting to Qin. Thus Chu and Han won’t dare to assault
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your state. Without any threat that might be caused by Chu
and Han, you will be safe and your state will be free from
trouble.

“Moreover, among all the states, Qin wants to weaken
Chu the most. And the only state that can cause the worst
threat to Chu is your state. Nominally Chu is a huge and
wealthy state. But in fact, it is poor and has no savings.
Although it has numerous soldiers, they dare not confront
enemy troops bravely, can be ecasily defeated and readily
retreat. If Wei sends its troops southwards to attack Chu,
you can definitely win the war. Thus you can weaken Chu and
benefit your state. Attacking Chu is in accordance with the
will of the state of Qin, and thus you can secure your state by
transferring the trouble to Chu. This is a good plan. If you
don’t take my advice, the troops of Qin will march eastwards
to launch military action against you. If this is the case, you
won’t be able to submit to Qin even though you might wish
to do so.

“In addition, people advocating Hezong are usually
engaged in pomposity and therefore are seldom truthful.
After they persuade a sovereign, whenever they go out,they
can take carriages presented by him. After they unite with a
state, they are qualified to be entitled as marquises and
conferred some land. Hence, all the persuasive talkers in the
world are trying their best day and night to persuade the
sovereigns to take their advice to join Hezong. Therefore, the
sovereigns are easily confused by their bombast. I heard that

if too many feathers are loaded on a boat, the boat will sink.
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If too many light things are loaded on a cart, the axis will
break. If many people spread the same rumour, they can
make others accept it as reality. So I hope that you will
examine this. ” The king of Wei said, “I am very stupid and
have made the big mistake of joining Hezong. Please allow
me to consider my state as an eastern dependency of Qin. I
will build a Xanadu for Qin’s king on my territory, accept the
robe and hat presented by him, provide sacrifice for the grand
ceremonies held both in spring and in autumn and cede Hewai

to him.

Qi and Wei Launched a Concerted Attack on Chu

The troops of the state of Qi and those of the state of
Wei launched a concerted attack on the state of Chu. The
state of Wei sent Dong Qing to the state of Qi as a hostage.

Thus you will make the state of Chu confused. ”

Su Qin Was Arrested in Wei

Su Qin was detained by the state of Wei, but he wanted
to be set free so that he could leave for the state of Han.
However, the state of Wei closed its border passes and
wouldn’t let him pass through. On Su Qin’s behalf, the state
of Qi sent Su Li to Wei to consult with the king. Su Li said,
“The state of Qi wishes to present the territory of the state of
Song to Lord Jingyang. However, the state of Qin rejected
its offer. It is not that the state of Qin won’t benefit from
establishing good relations with the state of Qi and obtain the
territory of Song. Nevertheless, it still refuses to accept it,
because it doesn 't trust the king of the state of Qi and Su
Qin. Now if Qin realizes that the relations between Qi and
Wei are very bad, it will know that Qi won’t deceive it, and
therefore, it will trust Qi.

Then Qin will
definitely have doubts of the state of Qi and refuse to take
Qi's advice. If Qi and Qin don’t ally with each other, the
whole world will be free from trouble. If you succeed in

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Chen Zhen Left for Qin on a Diplomatic Mission on Behalf

of Qi

Chen Zhen left for the state of Qin on a diplomatic
mission. When he passed through the state of Wei, he
wanted to pay a visit to Gongsun Yan. However, Gongsun
Yan refused to see him. Chen Zhen said, “1 came here
because I wanted to tell you something important. If you
don’t want to see me, I am leaving and won’t wait any
longer. ” So Gongsun Yan agreed to meet him. Chen Zhen
said, “Do you hate handling government affairs? Why are you
addicted to food and drink but ignore government affairs?”
Gongsun Yan said, “I am unworthy, and therefore don’t
have the chance to handle government affairs. How dare I
hate handling them?” Chen Zhen said, “Please let me devolve
important affairs of the world on you. ” Gongsun Yan asked,
“How can you do that?” Chen Zhen said, “The king of your
state is about to send Li Cong to lead a hundred carriages to
visit the state of Chu on a diplomatic mission. You can
intervene it and make the state of Chu have doubts of Wei.
Just tell the king of Wei as follows: ‘The sovereigns of the
state of Yan and the state of Zhao are my old friends. They
have sent people here to invite me to visit them several times
and told me that I could pay a visit to them when [ was free.
Now that I am free, I beg your permission to pay a visit to
them. It won’t take long. I only need about fifteen days. ’
For sure, His Majesty won’t have any excuse to stop you. If

you are permitted to go there, you can relate the following
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message at court; ‘I am on an urgent diplomatic mission to
the state of Yan and the state of Zhao. Please prepare

said, “I will do that. ” He went to see the king of Wei and
told him about it, and the king agreed. Then he openly
declared that he was about to go to Yan and Zhao.

When the guests from the other states heard of this,
they all sent messengers to report this to their sovereigns and
said, “Li Cong is going to lead a hundred carriages to visit the
state of Chu, and Gongsun Yan is also about to lead thirty
carriages to visit the states of Yan and Zhao on diplomatic
missions. ” When the king of the state of Qi heard of this, he
feared that he might delay in winning over the state of Weli,
so he entrusted Gongsun Yan with government affairs, and
Gongsun Yan accepted.

Now that those four states have all
entrusted him with government affairs, I will do the same. ”

As a result, Gongsun Yan was in charge of important affairs
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all over the world and was appointed as prime minister of the

state of Wei.

Zhang Yi Spoke IIl of Chen Zhen Before Wei’s King

Zhang Yi spoke ill of Chen Zhen in front of the king of
the state of Wei and said, “Chen Zhen is very close to the
state of Chu. Therefore, he always trys his best to gain
territory for Chu. ” Zuo Hua said to Chen Zhen, “Zhang Yi is
close to the king of the stat of Wei, and the king cherishes
him very much. Although you might consult with him a
hundred times, the king won’t take your advice. It would be
better if you use this statement of Zhang Yi to win over the
king of the state of Chu again. ” Chen Zhen said, “Good. ”

You couldn’t have heard the voice of the other half. The so-
called 6sovereigns being coerced’ refers to those who cannot

hear the opposite opinion of the other half of their people. ”
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Zhang Yi Was Appointed to be Prime Minister of Wei

Under the Influence of Qin

Under the influence of the might of the state of Qin,
Zhang Yi was appointed to be prime minister of the state of
Wei. The state of Qi and the state of Chu were angry at this
and therefore planned to attack Wei. Yong Ju told Zhang Yi,
“The reason that the state of Wei has appointed you to be
prime minister lies in the assumptiom that if you serv as prime
minister, the state will be safe and the people will be free
from trouble. Now you have been appointed to be prime
minister,but Wei is under threat of aggression.

if you attack Wei after Zhang Yi has become its prime
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minister, Zhang Yi’s scheme with Qin will become reality.
This is not the right way to get Zhang Yi into trouble. ” The
sovereigns of Qi and Chu said, “ We see.” Then they

immediately ceased the military action against Wei.

Zhang Yi Wanted to Become Prime Minister of Both Qin

and Wei

Zhang Yi wanted to become prime minister of both the
state of Qin and the state of Wei. So he told the king of Weli,
“I will ask the state of Qin to attack Sanchuan, and then you
can take occasion to attack Nanyang. Then the state of Han
will be ruined. ” Shi Yan told Zhao Xian, “Why not ask the
state of Wei to appoint Zhang Yi to be its prime minister
through the influence of the state of Chu? Han will be afraid
that it may be defeated, so it will definitely submit to your
state in the south.

Wei’s King Was About to Appoint Zhang Yi as Prime

Minister

The king of the state of Wei was about to appoint Zhang
Yi as prime minister of his state. Gongsun Yan thought that
would be disadvantageous to himself, so he sent someone to
have a talk with Gongshu of the state of Han. The man said,

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also be at enmity with Qi and Qin. As a result, Qi will invade
Zhao to seize Chengqiu and reoccupy its former territory taken
over by Zhao. Accordingly, Xu and Dunqiu will he in danger.
Chu will conquer Nanyang and Jiuyi and enter the region of
Pei. Accordingly, Xu and Yanling will be in danger. The
place you may obtain is Xinguan. However, in order to reach
it, you must cross the territory of Song and Wei L. If you
fail to obtain that place, the state of Zhao will take control
over you. Even if you succeed, whether or not can really
control this area is still dependent on the attitude of Song and

Wei U.” The king of Wei I didn’t take his advice.

Zhang Yi Instructed Gongzhong

Due to the famine in the state of Han, Zhang Yi
instructed Gongzhong to persuade the king of Han to move
some people to the nearby Hewai. The king of the state of
Wei was frightened, so he asked Zhang Yi for instructions.
Zhang Yi said, “The state of Qin wants to assist the state of
Qi, and the state of Han wants to attack Nanyang. It is
beyond question that Qin and Han will unite with each other
and launch a concerted attack on Nanyang. They will judge
Your Majesty’s attitude by whether or not you are going to
join them. If You don’t join Qin, Han’s presumption will be
verified. ” The king of Wei then united with the state of Qin,
won over the state of Han, enlarged the territory of the state
of Wei, rescued the state of Zhao, and condemned the

emissary from the state of Chu in Beixia. In the end, the plan
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for attacking the state of Qi resulted in failure.

The War in Xuzhou

During the war in Xuzhou, Gongsun Yan had a talk with
the king of the state of Wei and said, “Why not ally with the
state of Qi superficially, but secretly establish good relations
with the state of Chu at the same time? If they both think
they have won over your support, Qi and Chu will engage in a
war. If Qi defeats Chu, we can join it in overrunning Chu, so
we can definitely seize the areas around Fangcheng. If Chu
defeats Qi, we can join it in invading Qi, thus we can take

revenge for our crown prince.

Qin Defeated East Zhou

The troops of the state of Qin defeated those of East
Zhou. Then they engaged the troops of the state of Wei in
Yique, and killed Xi Wu. After that, they garrisoned Wei.
Wei ordered Gongsun Yan to cede some territory to Qin and
humbly beg it for peace talks. On behalf of Dou Lii, someone
had a talk with the king of Wei and said, “I don’t know to
what extent Gongsun Yan will follow the orders of the state
of Qin. However, I can let Qin agree to make peace with you
at the cost of only a half of the land offered by Gongsun
Yan.” The king asked, “How can you do that?” The man
replied, “It would be better if Your Majesty appoint Dou Lii

to be Marquis of Guannei, and send him to the state of Zhao
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on a diplomatic mission. Attach importance to his journey to
Zhao and also provide him generous money. Then you can
declare as follows; ‘I heard that both East Zhou and Wei are
about to ask Dou Lii to cede some of Wei’s territory to Lord
Fengyang as well as follow the orders of the state of Qin. ’
The sovereign of East Zhou, Dou Lii and Lord Fengyang are
irreconcilable enemies of Marquis Rang. Now Dou Lii is the
one in charge of the peace talks with Qin, and it’s up to Lord
Fengyang how much land should be ceded. The queen mother
of Qin will fear that these people might act against Marquis
Rang, so she will thwart this plan, and therefore will demand
less land from you and agree to make peace with East Zhou

and your state.

Qi’s King Was About to Meet the Prime Ministers of Yan,

Zhao and Chu in Wei H

The king of the state of Qi was going to meet the prime
ministers of Yan, Zhao and Chu in the state of Weil] to make
an agreement with them to isolate the state of Wei I . The
king of Wei 1 was frightened and feared that they might unite
with each other to invade his state. So he told Gongsun Yan
about it. Gongsun Yan said, “Your Majesty, if you give me
one hundred yi of gold, I can destroy their scheme against
you. ” The king then had carriages prepared for him and also
provided him one hundred yi of gold. On the day Gongsun
Yan thought that the king of Qi might arrive in Wei II > he

went there first with fifty carriages and bought off the
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messenger from Qi with the one hundred yi of gold he
carried.

It shows that you
are going to conspire against those three states. ” The king of
Qi said, “The king of Wei I heard that I was coming here, so
he has sent Mr Gongsun here to greet me. [ didn’t talk about
anything important with him. ” Those three states didn ’t
believe these words of the king of Qi, so, in the end,his plan

resulted in failure.

Wei Ordered Gongsun Yan to Make Peace with Qin

The state of Wei ordered Gongsun Yan to seek the
chance to make peace with the state of Qin. Qiwu Hui
consulted with Gongsun Yan and said, “Don’t cede too much
land to Qin. If you can reach a ceasefire with Qin, Qin will
attach importance to our state and therefore agree to meet our
sovereign.
