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Gross domestic product production

Gross domestic product produced in 2003 amounts to 9664,1 billion soums in nomi-
nal terms.

The steady growth ofreal volume of gross domestic product is preserved, in 2003 its
increase made up 4.4 percent as compared to the last year (in 2002 - 4,2 percent). 74.5 per-
cent of the total GDP were produced in the non-state sector, of which 42,3 percent pro-
duced in the private sector.

The index-deflator of GDP in comparison with 2002 prices has decreased up to 124.3
percent against 145.5 percent.

All sectors of economy have contributed to the growth ofreal volume of GDP. The
basic influence on the growth is caused by increase of agricultural production by 5.9 per-
cent (as compared to 2002), trade and catering by 7,5 percent.
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In GDP production the share of medium, small and private business is rising, in 2003
its share made up 35,5 percent which exceeds a similar indicator 02002 by 0,9 percentage
point.

In the structure of regional GDP gross product produced in Tashkent city has the
greatest share - 14,0 percent to the total GDP of the republic against 13,7 percent in 2002.
The increase of the share is caused by high growth rates of constmction (6,3 percent) and
industry (6,0 percent). The contribution of Tashkent oblast (region) to the generation of
national GDP is the second by volume - 9,8 percent to the total GDP of the republic.

According to the data of'the Uniform state business register as of January 1. 2004 the
number of registered legal persons in all sectors of economy has reached 283.9 thousand
units of which 249.2 thousand units (87,8 percent) were active.

The greatest number of registered enterprises and institutions falls on agriculture
(44,0 percent), trade and catering (21.7 percent), industry (9,8 percent), construction (5.5
percent).

The analysis of small, medium and private business development (SMB) for 2002-
2003 showed the growth of'its share in GDP of the country and increase in number of em-
ployed by 471 thousand persons.

In total number of persons engaged in economy the share of persons engaged in
SMB has increased from 53,5 percent to 57,0 percent. The greatest pan of persons engaged
in SMB falls on the share ofthe individual sector - 46,1 percent (4420,0 thousand persons),
medium enterprises - 1,4 percent (133,7 thousand persons), small enterprises and micro-
firms - 9,5 percent (911,4 thousand persons).

As of January 1, 2004 the number of registered small (here and hereinafter, including
microfirms) and medium enterprises made up 263,8 thousand units, or 92,9 percent of the
total registered enterprises, of which medium enterprises - 7,9 thousand units (3,0 percent),
small - 29,2 thousand units (11,1 percent), microfirms - 226,7 thousand units (85.9 per-
cent).

As ofJanuary 1. 2004 the level of activity of registered SMB enteiprises made up as
a whole by economy 87,0 percent, this indicator is the highest in agriculture (98,7 percent),
in other sectors it is fluctuated within the limits from 69,5 percent (trade and catering) to
86,8 percent (education).

As a whole by economy the share of SMB enteiprises in total number of active en-
teiprises made up 92,1 percent, in agriculture - 97,0 percent, trade and catering - 96,6 per-
cent, industry - 95,8 percent, constmction - 91,6 percent.

In 2003 the number of active small and medium enteiprises increased by 6,4 percent,
the number of registered ones - by 10,2 percent.

The number of active small and medium enteiprises per 1000 population has in-
creased by 0,4 units and as of January 1, 2004 made up 9,0 units as a whole by the repub-
lic.

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In 2003, the volume of sales of consumer goods by dekhkan, commodity and mixed
markets made up 75,1 percent of the total (in 2002 - 70 percent).

The growth oftrade in dekhkan markets were the highest and made up 117.6 percent,
its share in total trade turnover has increased from 40,0 to 44,8 percent.

The trade turnover of the informal sector (commodity and mixed markets) made up
1310 billion soums or 106,1 percent of the 2002 level. The trade turnover of December
2003 has reached 122,8 billion soums, or 114,8 percent of the level of November 2003 and
90,3 percent of the level of December 2002.

The trade turnover of trade enterprises made up 1077.1 billion soums and has de-
creased as compared to 2002 by 12.6 percent.

In 2003, 19,4 thousand units of motor cars produced by JV "UzDAEWOOautoCo"
(to the amount of 167.4 billion soums), including "Nexia" - 7.0 thousand units (77.9 billion
soums), "Tico" - 5,8 thousand units (35,8 billion soums), "Damas" - 4.7 thousand units
(38,0 billion soums), "Matiz" - 1,7 thousand units (12,1 billion soums) were realized to
population. In addition, 199 motor cars of new mark "Lasetti" (to the amount of 3.6 billion
soums) were realized to population.

As a result of motor cars realization the share of JV "UzDAEWOOautoCo" in the
trade turnover of the formal trade made up 15.5 percent and in total made turnover of the
republic - 3,9 percent (in 2002 - 10,9 and 3,3 percent correspondingly).

The volume ofrealization of food products made up 2621,0 billion soums, non- food
products - 1704,1 billion soums. As compared to 2002 the sale of food products in compa-
rable prices has increased by 4,9 percent, non-food products - by 5,3 percent. As a result,
in the stmcture of the retail trade turnover the positive changes have taken place. In 2003
the share of food products decreased from 61,2 to 60,3 percent, non-food products in-
creased from 38,8 to 39.7 percent.

The share of small and medium business in total trade turnover has increased from
43,4 percent in 2002 to 45,5 percent in 2003 and reached 1967,7 billion soums.
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The realization alcoholic drinks to population of the republic to the amount of 131.3
billion soums made up 3 percent of the total trade turnover and 5 percent of food product
realization (in 2002 - 3,7 and 6,0 percent correspondingly).

As of January 1, 2004 there was trade stock to the amount of 62,3 billion soums in
the retail trading network, or the level oftrade stock made up 42 days of trade.

The remainder of motor cars in retail trade enterprises as compared to December 1,
2003 has decreased by 405 units (by 2,7 billion soums) and as of January 1, 2004 made up
336 units (2,5 billion soums).

In the reporting period in the framework of the "Program on development of network
of enterprises of retail trade, catering and personal services of population in 2003 - 2006"
carried out in December 2003, 608 enterprises of retail trade. 284 catering establishments,
132 dining rooms in educational institutions and 113 trading complexes of "Guzar" type
were put into operation.

In 2003 the volume of paid services rendered to population by all channels of reali-
zation made up 934,8 billion soums, the real increase to 2002 - 7,9 percent.

Development of paid services was observed both in the formal sector and informal
(individual) sector. The growth rates of the individual sector were visibly higher than that
of the formal one - 121,7 percent against 100,5 percent. The formal sector continued to
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render the basic pail of paid services to population (60,5 percent), the actual volume of
services by this sector made up 565,2 billion soums.

The share of services of the state sector made up 31,1 percent against 38,3 percent in
Januaiy-December 2002.

The volume of services rendered by individual businessmen, by estimation, made
up369,6 billion soums, its share in total volume of paid sendees - 39,5 percent.

Share of sendees of small and medium business entities in total paid services made
up 45,7 percent against 41.3 percent in 2002.

The structure of paid services to population by kinds varied insignificantly within the
year. As before, sendees of passenger transport (more than 39 percent), public services
(more than 17 percent) and personal services (15,2 percent) occupy the most part of total
paid services rendered to population.

Out of the total paid sendees rendered to population of the republic more than 19
percent were rendered to rural population.

The volume of paid sendees per one inhabitant of the republic in real terms has in-
creased by 6,7 percent and made up 36,4 thousand soums. Maximum average per capita
consumption of paid services was observed in Tashkent city - 152,1 thousand soums.
minimum - in the Republic of Karakalpakstan - 13,8 thousand soums.
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Personal services made up 15,2 percent or 142,3 billion soums of the total. Their real
volume has exceeded the level of 2002 by 15,9 percent. The services of the individual
business sector make up 79,9 percent of the total personal services. The volume of services
rendered to population by this sector made up, by estimation. 113,6 billion soums, the
growth rate in real terms - 123,3 percent.

In stmcture of personal services of the republic transport services and repair of vehi-
cles occupy more than 29 percent, repair of domestic machines and appliances and manu-
facturing of metalware - about 11 percent, repair and constmction of dwellings - more than
10 percent, services ofhairdressing saloons - about 8 percent.

The difference in the structure of personal sendees in mral and urban area is not sig-
nificant. Only the share of individual tailoring and knitted ware production in the structure
of personal services of mral area is 3 times higher than that of urban area.

In the reporting period, within the fiamework of realization of "Program on devel-
opment of network of establishments for personal services of population in 2003-2006".
4768 objects for personal services of population (143.6 percent of the annual task), were
put into operation, including 2564 objects (116.6 percent) in rural area. Out of the total
number 1153 objects, including 876 ones in mral area were put into operation at the ex-
pense of new construction.

In 2003 the number of live births made up 509.4 thousand persons and fell as com-
pared to 200 by 23,1 thousand persons or by 4.3 percent. As a whole by the republic the
birth rate made up 19,8 pro mil against 21,0 pro mil in 2002.

Decrease of birth rate is marked in the most regions of the republic. The highest de-
crease is observed in Surkhandarya oblast (from 24.4 to 22.4 pro mil), Syrdarya oblast
(from 22,8 to 20.9), and Dzhizak oblast (from 23.4 to 21.8).

The lowest level of birth rate is preserved in Tashkent city - 14.4 pro mil and the
highest one - in Kashkadarya oblast - 23,5 pro mil.

As compared to 2002 the number of deaths has decreased by 0.5 thousand persons or
by 0.4 percent and made up 136,5 thousand persons.

As before, the highest level of deaths is preserved in Tashkent city - 8.5 pro mil, the
lowest one is marked in Kashkadarya oblast - 4.1 pro mil. In the Republic of Karakalpak-

stan the death rate has decreased from 5,9 to 5.6 pro mil, in Navoi oblast - from 5.3 to 5.1
pro mil.

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From total deaths 54,9 percent died of cardiovascular diseases, 9,3 percent - of respi-
ratory diseases, 7 percent - of accidents, poisonings and injuries.

In 2003 according to the preliminary data 8,5 thousand children died at the age under
one year. The ratio of infant mortality has decreased for the year from 16,7 pro mil in 2002
to 16,2 pro mil in 2003.

From total number of children died at the age under one year 41,5 percent died of
respiratory diseases. 38,3 percent - of conditions arising in perinatal period. 9.1 percent - of
congenital anomalies and 5,1 percent - of infectious and parasitic diseases.

As compared to 2002 the average annual number of manpower resources in 2003
increased by 3,2 percent and made up, by estimation, 13597.0 thousand persons, or 53.2
percent of the resident population of the country.

As compared to 2002 the number of economically active population has increased by
2.7 percent and made up 9621.2 thousand persons of which 9589.0 thousand persons or
99.7 percent of economically active population were engaged in economy.

The number of employed persons in non-productive sphere has increased by 4.3 per-
cent, in branches of material production - by 2,0 percent.

The basic pan of employed population (68,2 percent) falls on branches of material
production, where the most growth in number of employed persons was observed in trans-
port and communication (4,8 percent), construction (4,7 percent), trade, catering, selling
and purchasing (4,4 percent).

The share of persons engaged in the non-state sector has increased from 76,6 percent
in 2002 to 77.2 percent in 2003.

In 2003, 430,5 thousand citizens addressed to labor agencies on assistance in em-
ployment. that is 17,7 thousand persons, or 3,9 percent less than in 2002. The level of per-
sons addressed to labor agencies as those who are looking for ajob makes up in Fergana
oblast - (17,1 percent of the total addressed to labor agencies by the republic). Namangan
oblast - (11,8 percent) and Samarkand oblast - (11,6 percent).

In 2003 on average for a month the number of persons addressed to labor agencies of
the republic made up 35,9 thousand citizens (in 2002 - 37.3 thousand citizens).

In 2003 the assistance in employment was rendered to 317.4 thousand citizens (73,7
percent of the total addressed), that is 1,5 percent less than in 2002. 58,3 percent from total
number of persons to whom the assistance in employment has been rendered are youth
(persons at the age from 16 to 30 years).

At the end of 2003 the number of citizens registered in labor agencies of the repub-
lic as those who are looking for ajob made up 36,9 thousand persons, (at the end of2002 -

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In 2003, according to the preliminary data of the Ministiy of Labor and Social Pro-
tection of the Population 429,6 thousand workplaces (98,5 percent from the level of 2002)
were created in the republic within the framework ofthe Program "Employment".

Out of newly created workplaces 43,9 percent were created at enterprises and in-
stitutions, including 31,2 percent - at enterprises of small and medium business (excluding
farmers' economies), 16,6 percent - in fanners' economies, 9,9 percent - in dekhkans'
economies, 29,6 percent - in private business.
